The Right to Life is
Fundamental

In the Preamble to the
Declaration of Independence,
Thomas Jefferson made it very
clear that all human beings "are
endowed by their Creator with
certain inalienable rights". Chief
and first among those he
enumerated was the Right to Life.
Jefferson and our founding
fathers knew that without the right
to life, no other rights are
possible. How can one have the
right to vote or the right to free
speech, for example, if one does
not firstly have the right to exist?
The rights mentioned in the
Declaration are no less valid than
those articulated in our
Constitution. In fact, they are
foundational to all the rights and
protections which the Constitution
guarantees. This applies
especially to the right to life,
which is not only paramount but
is also clearly protected under the
14th Amendment by due process
of law.
We need to impress upon our
children the importance of these
two documents and how they
already guarantee every
American, born or unborn, week
or strong, the blessings of Life,
Liberty and the Pursuit of
Happiness.

You likely noticed that the baptismal font has
been empty for the past few weekends. The font has
been in use for 18 years and every few years we had
some problems with the grout between the tiles
crumbling and leaving little white chips at the bottom of
the font. The grout has been replaced several times
and we recently discovered that we need to use a
special type of grout for tiles that remain under water
all the time as do our tiles. We also found out that the
grout failed to form a water resistant seal and moisture
is now under the tiles and these tiles will need to be
replaced. The remedy is to replace the tiles and now
use the right kind of grout which will form a permanent
water resistant seal. Some members of the Facilities
Committee selected a new tile color since the green tile
is no longer available. The job should be completed in
the next few weeks. Till then, please use the holy
water that can be found in the bowls by the doors.
Speaking of holy water bowls, | also saw the
suggestion in the suggestion box that we place a bowl
of holy water by the entrance doors near the organ and
choir section. | will do so in the next couple of weeks.
Parents of our second graders should have
received a letter in the mail reminding them to attend
one of the two First Penance Parent Meetings on
Thursday, September 26. There is one at 10:00 in the
morning and another one at 7:30 in the evening. Both
take place in the Social Center. The second graders
will celebrate First Penance in November and this
meeting is an opportunity for me and Laura McBride to
explain the process of preparation for this important
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sacrament. It is the expectation of the Cleveland
Diocese and the parish that a child should have
completed first grade in PSR, home study or Catholic
school prior to starting the preparation process for
Penance and Eucharist in the second grade.

Someone asked why we even have a suggestion box
since nothing ever gets resolved or mentioned. The
Parish Council does review all the suggestions at their
monthly meeting and the serious or constructive ones
that we have power to do something about, we do try to
act on. | could list quite a few of them here and | have
tried to mention them here as space permits. Most of
the suggestions which are placed there are things that
we cannot do much about, e.g. tell the bishop he
cannot tell us how to celebrate Mass, make people
come to Mass on time and not leave early, tell people
to be quiet in the church, stop telling people to be quiet
in church, come up with a decent homily every week,
ordain women, get the piano out of chapel so that | can
sit where it is, call a tow truck to remove cars in the lot
which park in undesignated spaces, etc. As you can
tell, many of those are suggestions which are not
possible or really doable on my part. Someone did ask
recently, with regard to the change in posture during
the communion rite, when are we to sit down. He/she
said people look confused. We are to sit down once
the last person in the church has received holy
communion. One way to tell when that has happened
is to watch for all the communion ministers to return
their vessels to the altar, then you know all have
finished receiving the body and blood of Christ. | do
know that it is difficult at times to tell when that has
happened because the ministers may be bringing
communion to the infirm in the back of the church. | will
try in the coming weeks to have the celebrant signify
by gesture when all have received. Hope you have a
good week and God bless us all!

have accidentally quoted them incorrectly, but they had
the same excitement and passion for sharing about Fr.
Kline and the founding of St. John Vianney. For those of
you that don’t know, Sharon has worked as the cook for
the priests for the last 48 years. There will be a few
installments of their story as a couple, as well as stories
from the rectory.
Sharon and Larry Scribbick were married in 1966 in
Texas, where Larry’s family was from. In 1968, they
relocated to Lake County to be closer to Sharon’s family,
and for Larry to finish his degree. At that time, they started
looking for a new church. “We had been away from the
church for a few years, but always felt a sense of
gratitude,” Sharon said “We were blessed and recognized
that there was more to it.”
They went looking for a new church, and maybe a new
faith, but after searching, they returned to the Catholic
faith. They visited both St. Mary of the Assumption and
Immaculate Conception. It was there they felt home but
were told they didn’t “belong” to these churches. It was
because based on where they were living, they were to be
members of the new St. John Vianney. “It was so strange
being told we belong to a church, and not having a
building,” Sharon said, “It was also post Vatican I, so
everything was so very different.”
“It was very impressive with no buildings; people had
been organized for over a year when we arrived,” Larry
said. “There was room for everyone & they were all very
welcoming.” The Scribbick’s noted that before Vatican Il
so much of the evangelizing and reflection was reserved
for the Religious, but after, the laity were able to
participate in retreats, and so much more. “Fr. Kline, along
with all the parishioners, had organized home Masses,
PSR, Eucharistic Adoration, renewals, retreats, and so
much more. Evangelizing at that time was so important,
but so was a smile, and being welcoming,” they said.
They both recognized how seriously Fr. Kline took his
spirituality and how he wanted to involve everyone in their
faith. There were so many parishioners that had some
spiritual formation before joining the parish that he was
able to tap into their burning desire to expand their faith.
“The hours he must have spent every day for the parish to
develop and grow, it was a true spiritual awakening for
him,” Larry said. Sharon added, “We needed to become a
community before we enter the building, and we did that.”
