e The XVI Ordinary General Assembly of the Synod of
Bishops—the Synod on Synodality—will meet in
Rome for the second time October 2-17 to continue the
work begun in 2023. Pope Francis defined the process:
"Synodality is a style, it is a walk together, and it is
what the Lord expects from the Church of the third
millennium." Synodality is "the action of the Spirit in
the communion of the Body of Christ and in the
missionary journey of the People of God. It is more
commonly understood as a process by which the
Church undergoes discernment on a variety of issues.
The Synodal Assembly is above all a spiritual event;
aided by the Holy Spirit, the laity, priests, bishops, and
religious each use their own gifts and charisms to help
the Church make decisions.

e October is dedicated to the Most Holy Rosary. In the
Rosary, with its sequence of prayers and mysteries, we
contemplate the Gospel in company with the Blessed
Virgin Mary. In 2002, Saint Pope John Paul II wrote,
‘the Rosary .... is a prayer loved by countless Saints and
encouraged by the Magisterium. Simple yet profound,
it still remains...a prayer of great significance, destined
to bring forth a harvest of holiness . . .With the Rosary,
the Christian people sits at the school of Mary and is
led to contemplate the beauty on the face of Christ and
to experience the depths of his love. Through the
Rosary the faithful receive abundant grace, as though
from the very hands of the Mother of the
Redeemer” (Rosarium Virginis Mariae, 1). Rosaries
and prayer pamphlets are available in lobby.
