Child Protection and Creating Safe Environments-
Prevalence of Child Sexual Abuse: Child sexual abuse is a
great deal more prevalent than many imagine. Some studies
suggest that as many as one in six boys and one in four girls will
be the victim of some form of sexual molestation before the age
of 18. That means that, directly or indirectly, child sexual abuse
will touch most of us during our lifetime. And although we would
like to believe that most accusations are false, the facts tell us
that children rarely lie about being molested. In fact, they rarely
tell anyone at all. An adult study about the prevalence of sexual
abuse found that 42% of the men and 33% of the women who
were victimized as children had never told anyone. (Source:

They had keamcd that merchy observing a quantum particle
changes 1t in unpredictable ways, As a result, scientists have had
to develop elaborate methods for their experiments to compensate
for the changes their observations cause. What is true at the
quantum level of reality holds true at the visible level as well, only
the effects are much more subtle. In other words, your attitude
toward a person or event has an unpredictable effect on what you
perceive.

Living a bricf, obscure life has never been a barrier to sainthood,
Such was the destiny of today”s memorial saint: Blessed Teresa
Demjancvich, born in Bayonne, New Jersey in 1901, She carned
a college degree {unusual for women then) and soon after
became a nun. Two years later, at age 27, she died of
complications following a surgery. Today scholars recognize that

she latched onto the idea of the universal call to holiness decades

before the church emphasized the concept m Vatican 1. Do vou

If so, challenge yourself to also

seek faithfulness in the hidden corners, as did Blessed Teresa.

Peter and some of the apostles are up in Galilee kind of
waiting for the Lord’s directives after He had risen. Peter
sounds a little frustrated during this time of waiting and so
he goes back to what he knows—fishing. Once again
there is the situation of fishing all night, but catching
nothing. Then Jesus, (whom they did not recognize), tells
them where to cast their net. And of course, there is a
huge catch of fish. (Lesson one: fish where Jesus tells
you!) Peter jumps in the sea and swims to shore when he
realizes that it is the Lord. He then drags ashore the net
with 153 large fish. Could we say that he is a little
hyperactive? Even with so many fish the net was not torn.
(Lesson two: 153 was thought to be the symbolic number
of the nations, so all peoples will be caught in the church’s
net and it will not tear!) When they are having breakfast
with Jesus, he questions Simon Peter, “do you love me
more than these?” Three times Jesus questions Peter and
three times Peter responds, “Lord you know that | love
you.” As a great showing of the Lord’'s mercy, Peter is
given the opportunity to reverse his three denials of Jesus
when the cock crowed. Next Jesus tells Peter how he will
die—someone will bind you and lead you where you do
not want to go. (Lesson three: real freedom is found in
surrendering to something greater than the small world of
self-concern.) Jesus then says to Peter what he says to all

of us: “Follow me.” Fr. Biéé
