FIFTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME FEBRUARY 10, 2019 

SOME THOUGHTS FROM FATHER PACKARD… 
If you were impressed by the fishing miracle in today’s Gospel, just 
press your finger to your wrist or to your neck.  There you can feel 
your pulse.  Your heart, another miracle, beats 50 – 100 times a 
minute!  What a reminder that God performs this miracle again and 
again.  As you sleep, God is awake, triggering your next heartbeat, 
keeping you alive as your heart pumps oxygenated blood throughout 
your body. 
 
Peter and the other fishermen put out into deep water: They were so 
blown away by the incredible catch that they abandoned their boats 
and immediately followed Jesus.  Our own heartbeat and our fragile 
hold on life should inspire us to join the fishermen as well! 
 
FIFTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 
Today’s scripture readings might not bring Popeye immediately to 
mind, but we should recall his saying: “I am what I am.”  Simon Peter 
thought he knew who he was: “I am a sinful man.”  So did Isaiah, the 
prophet: “I am a man of unclean lips.”  And so did St. Paul: “I am the 
least of the apostles….but by the grace of God I am what I am and 
his grace to me has not been ineffective.”  Paul experienced a 
change.  He is an apostle, thanks to God’s grace.  Simon Peter and 
Isaiah experienced a change, too.  Like Paul, they had a limited 
vision at first.  They thought they knew who they were.  Only after an 
experience of God or God made visible in Jesus did they know who 
they really were: a fisher of people, one sent to speak God’s word, an 
apostle and preacher of the Gospel. 
 
Some of the saints told us who we are and be that well.  St. Catherine 
of Siena said to be who God meant you to be and you will set the 
world on fire.  Often we only see or own part of our reality and usually 
that is our sin and uncleanness.  That’s not our full story.  Jesus 
climbs into our proverbial boats, touches our lips, and at times helps 
us see through the blindness we experience.  We see that we are 
called to fish, announce God’s word, and preach with our lives.  
When you look at only part of your picture, remember Simon Peter, 
Isaiah, and Paul.  Pray Psalm 138:7: “Your right hand saves me.  The 
Lord will complete what he has done for me.” And say “I am what I 
am,” adding: “I want to serve the Lord!”

Holy, holy, holy are you, Lord of hosts.  You are with me in the 
totality of my being, and you invite me to see and be more than I 
would be capable of without you.  Thank you for touching my 
lips.  Thank you for inviting me into the boat of your Church.  
Help me express my thanks by preaching the good news of your 
Son, Jesus, and without words.  Amen!
