From the Desk of Msgr. Dan:

The Baptist’s Epiphany

Epiphanies are the “Oh” moments in life. Epiphany is
the experience of a breakthrough in our awareness
midstream in life. They are insights that surprise us and
can be either happy or sad. In the gospel for this Sunday
(Jn. 1: 29-34), John the Baptist has such an epiphany.

Two times in the passage John says, “I did not know
him.” If [ were eyeball to eyeball with John the Baptist,
I’d say, “but John, he’s your cousin. How could you say
you did not know him?!” I needed an epiphany to more
fully to understand the Baptist’s comment. Here is how
my epiphany of John’s epiphany went.

We read the following: I saw the Spirit come down
like a dove from heaven and remain upon him. I did not
know him, but the one who sent me to baptize with water
told me, ‘On whomever you see the Spirit come down and
remain, he is the one who will baptize with the Holy
Spirit.” Now I have seen and testified that he is the Son of
God. Can you think of a time in any relationship you have
that you heard something about the other that changed the
way you think of them? The relationship is immediately
different, mysterious perhaps, maybe uncertain. Different
for sure, nonetheless. That is what happened to the
Baptist. Even though he knew Jesus from childhood (they
were only months apart in age), when he connected the
dots, “I saw the Spirit come down like a dove from
heaven and remain on him” and “he is the one who will
baptize with the Holy Spirit,” it was from that moment
onward that John saw his cousin differently. He saw him
as the one who would absorb the consequences of human
sin. He saw him as the messiah. That was his “Oh”
moment of recognition.

John’s life was different from that moment onward:
not easier, but more meaningful. John was still confused
and unsure when he was arrested and imprisoned. He even
sent some of his disciples to ask Jesus if he “was the one
to be expected, or should [John] expect another?”” He was
as unsure as Jesus, his cousin, was unsure on the night he
was arrested. Jesus, you recall, asked the Father that night,
while in a cold, life-draining sweat, to “let this cup pass,
yet not my will, but your will be done.” He was not at all
sure that the way this was going down was indeed the
Father’s will. It was not Jesus’ first choice. Jesus’ first
choice was, nonetheless, to do the Father’s will. He chose
to be faithful to the Father.

The world remembers that John the Baptist was
beheaded, and Jesus was crucified. We are not called to
look forward with glee to a similar demise, but to trust
God that there is an eternal epiphany in store for the
faithful that will make the memory of all the sad
epiphanies meaningless and the happy epiphanies the
fulfillment of all our hopes, dreams and God’s promises.

Deacon Dabbling’s:
LOOKING TOWARDS THE FUTURE

As promised, today’s dabblings focus on the future. Last
week we discussed the importance of looking at the past
because it is the past that helps us to shape our future. The
future status of the three parishes in our partnership has
been and continues to be a concern for the parishioners
and this is certainly understandable. When we look at the
gloomy statistics of declining mass attendance, priests
that are retiring or dying outnumbering the newly
ordained by a vast margin, there is a cause for concern.
Does this mean that in the future one, two, or all three of
our parishes will no longer exist? Yes, no, and maybe!
Will there be more changes coming in the scheduling of
masses or administrative duties? Yes, but what and when
are unknown. In other words, no decisions have been
made yet and when such decisions are made, they will not
come down from the Diocese, but rather they will come
from the parish level and then approved by the Diocese.
The availability of priests, the vitality of the parish, and
the financial health of the parish are all factors that will
be considered when and if any decisions are made. Note,
that I listed the financial health last because this is
perhaps the least important of the issues. It won’t matter
how much is in the coffers if the churches are three-
quarters empty and there is no priest available.

Now that I have people running for the exits, let me
assure you that we are not on the verge of folding.
However, we are challenged to take steps to strengthen
the spirit of parishioners who are not currently involved
in parish activities and ministries to participate, to
become lectors, Eucharistic ministers, acolytes, and
ushers. Additionally, if we could get people to join
various organizations such as Altar Societies, Men’s
clubs, helping with food pantries, etc., the vitality of the
parish will greatly increase which would hopefully lead to
higher mass attendance and overall spiritual health of the
parish.

We are a community and as a result, increasing the
vitality of each parish is not an end in of itself but rather it
is hoped that more participation on the individual parish
level will ultimately result in a more unified, and
energetic community as a whole. I believe that combining
organizations from the individual parishes that serve the
community or even establishing a new community
oriented organization made up of members of the three
parishes would help in improving our identity as one
community. Let’s remember that four walls do not make a
faith community. It is the individuals coming together to
worship, evangelize, and serve one another.
