From the Desk of Msgr. Dan: 
 

You Are Salt 
 

 If I lived a thousand years, I can’t imagine ever writing that 
“you are the salt of the earth.” Jesus did (Mt. 5: 13-16), but he 
had an advantage I don’t have, and it’s not only that he’s the 
son of God. Rather, he lived in a time and place where salt was 
as important as water, fire and iron. There was no refrigeration 
unless God provided it with cold weather and ice. Salt was the 
preservative and seasoning for food. I can hear my 
cardiologist’s response to my excuse for the salt I use to season 
my food: “Father, you’re preserving your self for eternity with 
your diet.” Ugh. 
 
 I believe that Jesus read the scriptures, especially the work 
of Isaiah, as a job description. Reread the first reading for this 
weekend (Is. 58: 7-10) as you put your self in Jesus’ place: 
“share your bread with the hungry, shelter the oppressed and the 
homeless; clothe the naked…” His religious imagination had to 
be fired up by passages like that just as your (hopefully) is. We 
live in a time that makes it easy to be gloomy. It’s easy to name 
our problems, but not easy to be light for those who are gloomy 
and wavering in their hope. 
 
 I also believe that many people are gloomy not because 
they’ve tried faith and found it wanting, but because they’ve 
found it difficult and leave it untried (G.K. Chesterton). 
Accepting the consequences of discipleship is daunting, but 
possible if you are supported by a faith community.  
 
 Our current culture’s philosophy is often described as 
“spiritual, but not religious.” Translated that means I know God 
exists and that is important to me, but I don’t need organized 
religion to maintain my relationship with God. How can a 
person be born without a community of life and love?  
 
 Success is much more likely if we read/hear scripture as 
Jesus did – as the written record of people’s experience of God 
in their midst. He revealed himself as God with a face when he 
learned of his predecessors’ experience of God, as he grew in 
the home of Joseph and Mary, as he worshipped in and out of 
the temple or synagogue. He lived what learned.  
 
 Can you read/hear the readings each week as they are 
shared at Mass as your Basic Instruction Before Leaving Earth? 
I am not moralizing here, but rather asking if you can follow in 
Jesus’ footsteps and be willing to absorb the consequences of 
other’s brokenness as Jesus did? Are you willing to push back 
the consequences of prior destructive deeds even if they are not 
your own? For your (grand) children, your spouse, neighbor, co
-worker or nation, you have much to do with the credibility of 
the gospel. As you may hear periodically, you may be the only 
gospel someone reads. 
 
 I believe that if you have read to this point, you are looking 
for inspiration that will give you reason to continue walking 
with the community that walks together in God’s mercy.  
 

The faithful may not be prefect (yet) but being faithful 
means that being salt and light as Jesus taught is more than a 
pious thought.

Deacon Dabbling’s: 
 

Anonymous No Longer 
 

By now we are all aware of the terrible tragedy that took the 
life of Kobe Bryant, his 13 year-old daughter, Gianna, and 
seven others when the helicopter they were riding in crashed in 
California. Kobe Bryant was a legend among sports figures and 
his daughter was a very talented basketball player who at the 
age of 13 was being actively recruited by the University of 
Connecticut for her phenomenal basketball skills.  The 
reporting and follow up stories of the accident focused 
primarily on Kobe and Gianna.  I suppose that this is to be 
expected because of their stardom but 7 other souls were lost 
and their families and friends grieve as well. A few smidgens of 
information on the others were given but the memorials 
(flowers, jerseys, tributes) left outside the basketball arena were 
mostly for Kobe and his daughter. Kobe Bryant was a celebrity 
and I do not disparage the way the media handled the story and 
the outpouring of emotions for them but let’s take a moment to 
learn about the other’s that died and keep them all in our 
prayers. 
 
John Altobelli, 56; Keri Altobelli, 46; Alyssa Altobelli, 13 
 
John Altobelli and his wife, Keri, were on board the 
helicopter with their daughter Alyssa, who played on the same 
club team as Gianna Bryant. Altobelli was the longest-tenured 
baseball coach in Orange Coast College history. “Alto was one 
of the best men I’ve ever met,” said Nate Johnson, the team’s 
associate head coach. Todd Harrell, Alyssa’s basketball coach 
at Ensign Intermediate School for the last two years. He 
described her as “a great girl and a great basketball player.” 
“She always had a smile on her face,” he said. In November, 
Kobe Bryant posted a video on Instagram that featured 
daughter Gianna Bryant playing against Alyssa. Keri Altobelli 
was totally immersed in her family’s love for sports and was a 
phenomenal mother and wife.  
 
Christina Mauser, 38 
 
Christina was the top assistant coach of the Mamba gir ls’ 
basketball team, and her players included Gianna Bryant and 
Alyssa Altobelli. She was a mother  of three. Her  husband, 
Matt, said, “She was extraordinary ... funny like nobody you’ve 
ever met. “She was just an amazing person.” “It’s horrible. I’ve 
got three small kids and am trying to figure out how to navigate 
life with three kids and no mom,” he said. 
 
Due to space constraints, next week I will present information 
on the remaining three people who died in the helicopter crash. 
In the meantime take the opportunity to pray not only for those 
who died in this tragedy but also all for the anonymous souls 
known only to God and their families that died as a result of 
any tragedy.
