American Cardinal, Robert Prevost has been
elected the 267th pontiff.
The 69 year old Chicago native is the first
American pope.

He studied at Villanova University in
Pennsylvania, graduating in 1977 with a degree
in mathematics.

Pope Leo XIV began his religious journey when
he was sent by his order of St. Augustine to
Rome to study Canon law at Pontifical St.
Thomas Aquinas University in 1982. Two years
later he was ordained a priest before he left to
serve in Peru.

Since 2023, he has held the position at the
Vatican as Prefect of the Dicastery for Bishops.
