(Diocesan Policy and Guidelines for Preparation of
Baptized Adolescents to Receive the Sacrament of Confirma-
tion, 2010 Summit Edition, Catholic Diocese of Richmond).

Reception of Holy Communion by the Faithful
During Phase III of reopening, Holy Communion may be
distributed to the faithful outside of Mass with permission
from the pastor. Communion to the Homebound has inherent
risks to vulnerable individuals. Caution must be considered
when taking communion to someone’s home.

Those bringing communion are strongly encouraged to
exercise caution when bringing communion to the infirm,
elderly homebound, or nursing homebound (e.g., wearing a
face covering and gloves; maintaining social distancing;
disinfecting the pyx following distribution; following any
other recommendations from the CDC. If those bringing
communion are making multiple communion visits in a given
day, they may wish to consider a separate pyx.

Dispensation from Sunday Mass Obligation
The vulnerable to COVID, those concerned about the safety of
gathering, and those 65 and over are encouraged not to attend
weekend Masses but rather continue celebrating weekend
Masses via Livestream. Wednesday's Daily Mass is
designated specifically for those vulnerable to COVID-19.
Bishop Barry Knestout has extended the dispensation from
Sunday Mass attendance for those in this category.

Due to COVID-19, Mass is being livestreamed for use on
various Diocesan and parish digital media accounts including,
but not limited to, the parish website and The Catholic
Virginian, and social media platforms. If you do not wish to
be captured by live streaming, please refrain from attending
that particular Mass time.

When doing student report cards, there was a comment the
teacher could choose that read: inattentive and easily distract-
ed. Could that comment describe your spiritual life? We can
become so consumed with myriad distractions and preoccupa-
tions and lose our connection to what is really significant and
important. We can become dull. This happens in our human
relationships, too. We can easily take the love of others for
granted, whether it be a parent, spouse, friend, or a child. We
assume and presume that their love will always be there and
do very little to cultivate, rejuvenate, and deepen it. Presump-
tion can become a great sin.

We do the same thing with God and our spiritual lives. We
presume that God will be merciful. Because we believe that in
the end God is going to forgive us anyway, then why put a lot
of effort into things now? What’s the point? It’s far easier to
find a comfortable spot, curl up and take a nap! There is no
immediate urgency to staying awake and attentive, so we
think, and we simply fly by the seat of our pants. Assuming
and presuming too much about our relationships, especially
our relationship with God, can lead to neglect and abuse. It
can even lead to a sense of entitlement, where we actually
believe that something is due us without much effort on our
part.

Folks who are distracted and preoccupied can find their rela-
tionships, especially the primary ones, drifting away. You can
actually be married to someone for many years and wake up
one morning realizing that you really do not know them or
truly recognize them. We have to desire God in order to rec-
ognize God. We have to open our hearts, minds, and souls to
His Presence so that we can be rejuvenated and refreshed. But
we cannot do this if we are distracted or napping. We have to
be awake and alert! As a young child eagerly watches for and
anticipates that arrival of their parent home, so too we must
watch for God’s presence. If the anticipation of God’s arrival
does not excite us and rouse us, then we need to ask why. The
wise person keeps vigilant watch, knowing that in the end
they will not be disappointed.

no change in Catholic Church
Cathalic Diocete of Behmond teaching regarding marriage.
18201 Eacentennial 2001 The reflections by the Holy
Father were not statements
within an encyclical, apostol-
ic letter nor has there been any adjustment to the Catechism
of the Catholic Church.*

Our Holy Father has consistently upheld church teaching that
marriage is between a man and a woman. (CCC 1660) Noth-
ing he is reported to have said should indicate that he strayed
from that teaching.

What should be noted in his words are the pastoral care and
concern that he expresses. His statement is in keeping with
the Church’s teaching that all people are to be treated with
the dignity, respect and compassion that is rooted in the Gos-
pel, since we are all created in God’s image. (CCC 2358).

Let us continue to hold the Holy Father in prayer.
