An ancient creation narrative is presented.  Jesus speaks of evil in the heart.

A biblical tradition regarding the origins of human life is presented.  Jesus heals the 

daughter of a foreigner, a Syrophonecian woman.   
Friday: Gn 3:1-8/Ps 32:1-2, 5, 6, 7 [1a]/Mk 7:31-37 

The human race is wounded by the sin of pride, which God forgives.  Jesus heals the 
deaf and the mute.   

Saturday: Gn 3:9-24/Ps 90:2, 3-4abc, 5-6, 12-13 [1]/Mk 8:1-10  
The human race is delivered from the inevitability of death and evil by Jesus, who feeds
