FORGIVENESS—no doubt one of the most difficult things we 
could be faced with; no doubt one of the most beneficial and life-
giving things we could ever be blessed with. Our Gospel this 
weekend gives us some very important insights by challenging us 
with some rather unusual questions. Peter starts, “How often 
must I forgive?” He generously extends his efforts by offering, 
“as many as seven times”. If you think about it, that really is a 
rather generous offer. After two or three times most of us may 
have had it and given up. Jesus responds, “seventy-seven 
times” (but who’s counting?) In other words, there is no limit.  
Notice that forgiveness is in the same category as Christ’s love, 
because the two gifts are intimately joined in meaning. Good 
thing for us, but challenging to make a part of our lives. The  
second lesson comes from understanding our sins as “debt”. We 
all know what it is like to be in debt and the responsibility and 
burden that can place on our lives. Some also know what it 
means and feels like when our debt gets out of control and seem-
ingly impossible to pay back. That often leads to destructive and 
bad effects in our lives. And, few perhaps have had the           
experience, but all could imagine, what it would be like for some-
one who loves us very much to pay off our debt—in full. We 
may not want to accept that lavish generosity, or feel we need to 
pay it back, or feel unworthy, or maybe even take it for granted. 
The only appropriate response is overwhelming gratitude and a  
re-commitment to live more responsibly. What a great analogy 
for us to understand God’s forgiveness and the Sacrament of  
Reconciliation. Perhaps the only question here is “Why?” Why 
would God bless us so much and forgive us so freely and as often 
as we need it? Why does God continue to write off the debt? One 
word—LOVE. The final question has to do with the 
“torturers” that we hear about. Could that be the dark side of 
God? Not even close! God is pure love. We torture ourselves 
when we are unwilling to forgive or to be forgiven. I am guessing 
that just about all of us know what that feels like.  So . . . 
 
What a great setting to invite you and encourage you to share in 
our Communal Celebration of Reconciliation a week from    
Monday, September 21st, at 7:00 pm. It has been since last Ad-
vent that we have been able to communally celebrate this great      
sacrament. As a community we pray, listen to God’s Word, look 
into our hearts, express our sorrow, and then individually confess 
our sins and receive absolution. We do our best to have a number 
of visiting priests join the three of us, and we will keep everyone 
safely spaced. The purpose is to enable everyone to be reunited 
with God and as a community through the power of God’s love 
and mercy. Plan to join us. 
 
This is a time of new beginnings in so many areas. Certainly, our 
school is off to an exciting new year. Our little children came 
back this week to the Learning Loft. ALPHA began a new   
series (online) on Tuesdays in both the morning and evening. It is 
still not too late to sign up. RCIA began this Wednesday in    
person, and continues to welcome new Inquirers. Youth Faith 
Formation Programs (PSR) and Sacrament Preparation   
Programs are commencing, as well as other  opportunities for

Our Pastoral Council began a new year on August 25th.  After an 
opening prayer led by Chairperson Jenny Lee, Council took a few 
minutes to welcome new members Joe Schauer and Margaret 
Lanese to Parish Council.  Both are long-time parishioners at St. 
Gabriel's and will initially serve two-year terms on Council.  
 
Fr. Fred's Pastor's Report was up next.  
·  Attendance at weekend Masses is increasing nearly every 
week. We continue to make adjustments to make sure everyone 
feels safe and comfortable. The 11:30 am Sunday Mass is now the 
most attended service and has necessitated opening the Chapel up 
for extra seating. Parish office hours are returning to normal after 
Labor Day.  
· A lot of hard work and detailed planning has gone into       
preparing the school to open on August 31st. We have worked with 
the Diocese, University Hospitals and Lake Health to make sure all 
best practices are being followed and our children will be kept safe. 
An on-line learning option was available to parents and children 
and about 5% of our enrollment went that route. We have 6 new 
teachers this year and enrollment is down just slightly, to around 
510 students. There is great energy in the buildings; many thanks to 
our wonderful teachers and custodial staff for preparing the way 
during these challenging times. We also re-aligned school         
administration this year. Ann Ulrich and Robert Kumazec are now 
co-principals. They will work as a team with Ann overseeing 
grades JK-4 and Robert grades 5-8. A full-time office manager, 
Cyndie Stege, was hired as well.  
· Many of our youth faith formation programs will be on-line 
this fall. A lot of research and preparation has gone into these   
offerings to make them creative, educational, and of the highest 
quality possible. Alpha, too, will be on-line this fall and offered in 
two sessions - AM and PM. RCIA will be starting soon and that 
will be in-person. 
· The reredos wall update for the front of the church continues 
to be in our plans. Much work had gone into this already and funds 
had been set aside to bring it to fruition. We took a pause on this 
project  to be sure all permits had been obtained and construction 
was deemed safe to get underway. Expect to see some changes to 
the wall right after the Christmas season. 
· Our 5-year Pastoral Plan has been placed on hold for the time 
being. We'll revisit that perhaps in 2021. 
· Thank you to long-time parish office secretary Alice           
Torrieri. After 32 years, she has retired and Paula Haumesser has 
assumed that role.   
 
Financially we are doing OK. We continue to be careful in our 
spending and have cut expenses in many places. Collections are 
decent and we are thankful for on-line contributions. We are hope-
ful the upcoming Festival Recovery Raffle will make up for some 
of the shortfalls we experienced over the past few months when 
fundraisers were not able to be held. Father was happy to report 
that the Walk-a-Thon and golf outings did well this spring and 
summer so not all was lost. Not surprisingly, sanitizing and    
cleaning expenses have proven to be very costly these days.  
 

Council then discussed a couple of "Greeter Weekend" feed-
back items received from parishioners recently. Once a 
month, council members serve as greeters at weekend Masses 
and take feedback heard from parishioners back to Council for 
discussion.  
 
Two parishioners had asked about holy water and what could 
be done to obtain some of this for use at home. The thought 
was to perhaps offer some small bottles to parishioners at the 
back of the church or to suggest a weekend when parishioners 
could bring containers from home to be blessed at the end of 
Mass. Fr. Fred thought the ideas had merit and suggested that 
Steve O'Hearn take these ideas to the Worship Commission 
for further discussion.  
 
Tom Cahill had a short Outreach & Care Commission update 
to conclude the meeting. The Food Pantry is doing well 
thanks to good community support and volunteer efforts. The 
Prayer Shawl Ministry is knitting from home. Did you know 
that shawls are available in the Parish office if you need one? 
Our Community Day of Service in November is up in the air 
right now. There is a chance some outdoor projects could be 
completed in the community.   
 
The meeting adjourned about 8:45 pm after a closing prayer.

LITURGY CORNER 
 
In his book, The Four Signs 
of a Dynamic Catholic, 
Matthew Kelly tells us that 
the second of the four signs 
is study. This is important 
for two reasons. The first is 
so that we can continue 
improving and challenging 
ourselves. Every once in a while we need to stop and 
reevaluate what our lives are all about. Are we getting 
caught up in the day to day drive that the culture tells us is 
important or are we living as Jesus taught us to live?   
Secondly, we can’t live out our evangelical mission as 
Christians if we don’t continue to learn about our faith 
and how to share the good news of the Gospel. There are 
many ways we can study. Our parish provides many adult 
faith formation opportunities that we can take part in. 
There’s bible study, Alpha and other programs that help 
us learn more about ourselves and our faith. We can also 
study on our own. How many times in the evening do you 
sit in front of the TV, bored, wondering what the world is 
doing? This is an opportunity for us to read or learn on 
our own. There’s videos and podcasts available in 
Formed.org that are a wealth of information. Have you 
read the Bible? Try a Bible in a year program that gives 
you slices of the Bible every day for a year. After a year 
you’ve completed the entire Bible. Contemporary authors 
like Scott Hahn, Trent Horn and others help explain our 
faith in modern terms, sometimes from a different       
perspective. For the more ambitious, try reading the   
classics of our faith like the writings of St. Augustine, St. 
Thomas Aquinas or the works of C.S. Lewis and G.K. 
Chesterton. There’s a wealth of information out there and 
as the weather gets cooler and we’re drawn into more  
indoor activities, learning more about our faith is a great 
way to invest your time.

Now is the time to start getting flu vaccines. Flu shots 
received in the months of September and October should 
offer protection throughout the entire flu season. During 
the 2018-19 season, flu was the 8th leading cause of death 
and accounted for 16.5 million health care provider visits 
and 490,600 hospitalizations. These numbers on top of the 
COVID-19 numbers could potentially overwhelm the 
public health system. Getting an annual flu vaccine will 
decrease the symptom severity if you do get the flu and 
mitigate hospitalization numbers freeing more beds for 
those diagnosed and battling COVID-19. It should also 
decrease the chance of getting a bad bout of the flu and 
COVID concurrently. According to the CDC, they have 
purchased an additional 10 million flu vaccines this year 
in the hopes that an additional 15% of the population will 
be getting vaccinated this flu season. Getting a flu vaccine 
this season not only benefits you, it benefits the general 
public health.
