| don't know if this is
universally true, but |
have noticed an in-
teresting tender rival-
ry between the par-
ents of newborns
when it comes to the
child’s first word. At
first there is a con-
stant repetition of
sounds, but as the
child grows a little we
begin to expect words. So, they voice the words
we want the child fo speak. This is where the
competition begins as mothers insistently repeat
the words “mom” or “momma” and the father
repeats “dad,” “dadda,” or some variation.

A Rabbi once told me that for devout Jewish par-
ents they hope for something different. When a
child is born into an orthodox Jewish family they
repeat the SHEMA (Shema Yisrael or Sh'ma Yisra-
el xnis yaw). This prayer is one of the most
ancient and important of Jewish prayers. Often
Jewish people will cover their eyes when saying
this prayer so that their focus is completely on
God and not distracted by the things God has
made. These devout parents hope that the first
words of their child will be the first word of this
prayer: “Hear, O Israel.” It is their hope that the
first words of their child will be addressed o God.
Devout Jews also hope that this prayer will be the
last words they ever say. The prayer is traditionally
said in the morning and evening every day. The
prayer reminds us that there is only one God and
that God is the center and meaning of all and
that all our life and actions should be directed to
Him. All blessings flow from God and so all grati-
tude should flow to God.

"Hear, O Israel! The LORD is our God, the LORD
alone! Therefore, you shall love the LORD, your
God, with all your heart, and with all your soul,
and with all your strength. Take to heart these

words which | enjoin on you today."

In foday’s readings we hear this prayer twice. The
first is from Moses in the Book of Deuteronomy (6:2
-6) and the second is in the Gospel of Mark (12:28
-34) from the lips of Jesus Himself, to which He
adds “You shall love your neighbor as yourself.”

The SHEMA reminds me of the first two questions
and answers in the Baltimore Catechism: Who
made you? Why did God make you? The an-
swers are that “God made me” and “God made
me to know Him, to love Him, and o serve Him in
this world, and fo be happy with Him forever in
the next.” The answer to the second is a little in-
complete as God made us also to experience His
love. In other words, God made us to be loved by
Him and to love Him now and forever. And this is
the important point: We are created by God to
be loved by Him and to love Him. If you want to
know the meaning and purpose of life this is it.
Human happiness and completeness are intrinsi-
cally tied to our relationship with God. St. Augus-
fine expresses it in this way: “You have made us
for Yourself, and our heart is restless until it rests in
You."”

From the depths of our being, the human heart,
our human desire, knows that this is true and so
we constantly reach out for God. Along the way
we get frapped and sometimes try to fill the long-
ing of our heart with things that can never satisfy
us: people, power, wealth, anything that can
make us feel complete, or at least satisfy us. The
problem is that we are made for an eternal and
divine good and created things can never fulfill
an eternal desire or longing. We often make the
mistake of seeking to be satisfied with the creat-
ed things rather than the Creator — the one who
made all “the” things. The truth is that only God
can bring us to completeness. We are made for
life through, with, and in God and nothing else
can bring us to completeness.

We 1try to replace the Creator with the created
things, but the created things cannot replace the
One who created them. If you want to be com-
plete and fulfilled, then listen to the wisdom of the
Sacred Scripture: “Hear, O Israell The LORD is our
God, the LORD alone! Therefore, you shall love
the LORD, your God, with all your heart, and with
all your soul, and with all your strength.” Only God
can fulfill the human heart, for the human heart is
made for God, so put God first and be complete.

Our daughter, Emma, had extensive knee surgery in the 3rd

grade. The doctors explained Emma would be non-weight bearing
' for a few months after the surgery and not able to get around easi-
ly... even with the use of crutches. Emma'’s grade and classrooms

. were on the top floor of the school building that year, which would
@ make getting around at Victory very difficult for her while she was

|| recovering. The doctors recommended we provide in-home
schooling for Emma while she recovered. Chrissy and | began look-
ing into tutors when one day we received a call from Mrs. Hof-
mann, Emma’s 3rd grade teacher. Mrs. Hofmann told us that she
and the school felt very strongly that Emma should not be taken
out of school and away from her classmates for an extended peri-
od of time, so they decided to completely switch floors with other grades, which meant Emma'’s
classes were now on the main floor and she wouldn't have to go up and down so many levels. This
caught us completely by surprise. We did not ask the school what could be done... Mrs. Hofmann
and Victory just did it.

Emma went back to school within a couple weeks after surgery and Mrs. Hofmann and the rest of
the Victory staff made it seamless. Mrs. Hofmann put a schedule together of Emma’s classmates
that would stay in the room with her during lunch and recess, planning different games and doing
other fun things to make it less of an impact. Mrs. Hofmann came in early and stayed late every
day to make sure Emma arrived and left safely. Mrs. Hofmann also communicated with us every
day to tell us how Emma’s day went and would stay back with Emma if there were classes or other
events Emma could not attend. Emma had helpers to and from classes carrying books and various
things and if she needed anything all she had to do was ask. There were many things Emma had
to miss out on during those few months, but one thing she did NOT have to miss out on was being in
a classroom with her friends. The positive emotional impact of this cannot be measured.

Imagine this... entire grades, multiple teachers and students, completely changing their lives
around for one student. When someone asks us what Victory is all about we tell them our story.

We are truly honored and privileged to be a part of the Victory Community and will gladly contin-
ue to tell people why Victory means so much to us. #WeAreVictory
