| ived at the seminary for eighteen years. Because | have always
had dogs, and a cat, | was given a little cottage on the property
that has its own fenced-in garden. In that garden there is a wild
rose bush growing. Every spring | had a conversation with that
rose bush. | said to it: “I will leave you here for this summer, but if
you don't produce a flower, out you go.” | would dig around it, |
give it rose food and other stuff, | watered it, fed it, | even talked
to it. And yet, in eighteen years — no flower. Every year | made the
same promise — “no flower and you're out of here.” After eight-
een years the bush, when | left the seminary, was still there. That's
because every year | hoped against hope, maybe, that someday
this wild rose would flower.

“Jesus Christ is the face of God'’s Mercy.” “Mercy,” Pope Francis says, is the “ultimate and su-
preme act by which God comes to meet us.” Mercy, he says, is a sign of God’s action in the
world. When Adam and Eve fell from God's grace, God did not abandon them, rather, He prom-
ised them salvation. God, their Creator and Father, gave them hope. Because above all, He
loved them as a father. “Mercy,” the Pope says, is “greater than any sin and no one can place
any limits on God's mercy, or God’s love and willingness to forgive. So, mercy is something spe-
cial, it goes beyond justice, beyond law, beyond what is expected or required. Mercy is more.

Mercy is a gift of compassion, forgiveness, and reconciliation — it is not deserved but freely given
and freely taken. In Shakespeare’s play Merchant of Venice, Portia said: “The quality of mercy is
not strained; It droppeth as the gentle rain from heaven upon the place beneath. It is twice
blessed; It blesseth him that gives and him that takes: It is an atfribute of God Himself (Merchant
of Venice: Act IV, Scene ). Shakespeare called mercy “dew from heaven.”

| guess there is no doubt that many of us don’t live up to our potential, many of us fall along the
way, and some of us don't produce the fruit we are capable of or that God created us for. And
yet, God never tires of working, never tires of giving us another day, another chance. He digs
around the roofts, He feeds, He talks, He waters, and He trims, but He never digs us up and dis-
cards us, He never walks away, and He never stops loving and hoping.

In the Child Jesus, God sends His mercy into the world so He can touch our lives and restore us to
His love and His life. Jesus is the face of that mercy. The Pope asks us fo do two things: Open our
hearts to receive the gift of mercy that God offers us, so we might be healed, and made whole.
And secondly, open our hearts to others and show them God'’s mercy. The Pope asks us to be the
face of mercy to others. Mercy is not earned, it is a gift, received freely it should be also freely giv-
en so that the refreshing “dew” of God’s love might renew the heart, might renew the face of the
earth.

A funny thing about that wild rose, the summer just before | left the seminary, it blossomed, with a

multitude of flowers. Even wild things can produce good fruit if we take the time to love them.
This Christmas it would be good to receive and to give the gift of mercy.
