From the Pastor's Desk

Dear Parishioners of Saint Rose,

This past November, | was approached by
members of our Saint Rose Parish Respect
Life Committee regarding a nationwide
initiative known as Walking with Moms

in Need. This initiative, supported and
encouraged by the United States Conference of Catholic
Bishops, is a parish-based outreach service. Published
descriptions of Walking with Moms in Need offers

the following to explain the purpose of this parish
ministry: "Pregnant and parenting moms in need are in
our parishes and our neighborhoods. As Pope Francis
reminds us, our parishes need to be ‘islands of mercy

in the midst of the sea of indifference.’ Everyone in the
parish community should know where to refer a pregnant
woman in need. Inspired by St. John Paul Il to assess
our efforts in building a culture of life, the intention of
Walking with Moms in Need is to increase our outreach
to pregnant and parenting women facing difficulties.”

At Saint Rose Parish, our task in implementing this form
of outreach begins by forming a core team of persons
(members of our parish) who will coordinate and oversee
the outreach provided. An informational meeting for all
interested members has been scheduled in our parish on
Sunday, February 5 at 3PM. This meeting will take place
in St. Peter’s Corner meeting room at the Walz Center.

The change in our federal law regarding abortion also
brings a change in approach by way of resources and
services religious based communities are able and willing
to provide those who choose life and experience the
difficulties some face with economic hardships, medical
care and nurturing home life. It is a positive approach
and step to enhance already existing services bringing
care and assistance to moms in need. | believe this
initiative is right for Saint Rose Parish. | hope that God
may touch the soul of our parish to move and promote
this outreach ministry.

Sunday of

In 2019, Pope Francis established the Sunday of the Word of God to be celebrated each year on
the Third Sunday in Ordinary Time. As the Holy Father stated in his apostolic letter instituting
the observance, “Devoting a specific Sunday of the liturgical year to the word of God can enable
the Church to experience anew how the risen Lord opens up for us the treasury of his word and
enables us to proclaim its unfathomable riches before the world” (Aperuit illus, no. 2).

To celebrate this observance, the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops, through a grant
from the American Bible Society, will offer a Sunday Seminar Series of five videos about Sacred
Scripture in the life of the Church. These videos, offered in English and Spanish, will be presented
by some of the finest biblical scholars in the United States and will be accompanied by reflection
questions and suggestions for further reading. The videos will be made available on the Sunday
