 Last Sunday, one of the catechism teachers 

of St. Richard parish, Swanton, planned an activity

“Heard God say don’t be anxious”, “Pray for 

families”, “I heard God say that He was lonely”, 

“Everything happens for a reason”, “Stay on the 

right path, let me guide you”, “Keep praying for 

those who hurt you”, “Everything will be Ok”, 

“Spend more time with your family and off your 

phone”.  

 The teacher, Mrs. Judy Cole, was amazed at 

the sharing of the kids. She told that she had a 

strong sense that God has spoken to each one of 

them. She was really surprised and she herself felt 

very blessed. She thanked her students for their 

open hearts and wrote down what they have 

shared so that she would not forget it and she 

could share them with other people. She shared 

this experience with others in the sense that God 

would want to tell His people all these things were

Leave the 

concentration about the “Havings” and turn to your 

own “Being”. Give meaning to your “Being”. There is 

nothing to be wondered if God says that He is lonely. 

Technological advancements and developments 

tempt human beings to replace God with lots of pos-

sibilities. The demand for freedom, the demand for 

modernity create a lot of tension in the spiritual 

realm that God is just an option and most of us find 

Him easily to be opted out. Yes, He comes after you, 

but he feels lonely. He wants us to be in the right 

path and is ready to guide us. Be open to accept His 

call to be back and make this Lent a fruitful one.
