The Holy Family was certainly unconventional, composed of a 

virgin mother, a child conceived by the Holy Spirit who is the Son of God, 

and a foster father who loved the child as if he was his own. Yet, we hold 

them up as the example of family life for us who seek to love those God has 

placed in our lives. The Holy Family also becomes our inspiration as we form 

a family of faith in our parishes and parish groupings. While our faith 

communities undergo change as part of the On Mission for The Church Alive!
