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Pastor’s Column

Dear fellow parishioners, last week in my homily I stated
that we follow a faith that seems to not make sense. To
avoid Bishop's Office calls, I stated as well that I believe
wholeheartedly in the scriptures, but [ still hold they
don't always seem to make sense; here is why:

Jesus said to his disciples: “To you who hear I say,
love your enemies, do good to those who hate you, bless
those who curse you, pray for those who mistreat you."
Based on my actions and others' actions I have observed,
I would have to say that statement does not make sense.
A more likely response would be:  What?!? What
recreational chemicals are you ingesting and are you
sharing them?!? Love enemies - not happening?
Okay, I'd love to "maim" or "hurt badly", not "kill"
because that would be "wrong"... Bless those who curse
you, pray for those who mistreat you? You MUST be
crazy! Not happening... but... it could.

Often our hearts, minds, wills tell us to get even -
"with interest" probably. Jesus' order, "[t]o the person
who strikes you on one cheek, offer the other one as well,
and from the person who takes your cloak, do not
withhold even your tunic..." is not part of many people's
DNA. Unlike "genetic" requirements (insert long
discussions on nature/nurture here) we don't have to
follow the predisposition to do the negative. We don't
have to and shouldn't stay in that state.

We have Christ as the model for the right stuff "for
he himself is kind to the ungrateful and the wicked...".
How many times have you really thanked God for
something - and not just for the end of my homily?
Hmmm? Even in our sinfulness the Lord still gives us
what we need not always what we want. Sometimes
deliveries are delayed; or not given based on real need or
due to how we ask or don't ask (see James 4:2-3).

You've heard of the "Golden Rule" - not: "W hoever
has the gold makes the rules."” but the real one: "Do unto
others as you would have them do to you." The Lord
states "vemgeance is Mine" and I've tried finding a
loophole - hoping to find something that says "make an
instrument of your vengeance"... alas, I have only found
for being an instrument of peace...

So, here it is - right from the Lord's mouth: '[Ljove
your enemies and do good to them... lend expecting
nothing back... Be merciful, just as your Father is
merciful... Stop judging and you will not be judged.
Stop condemning and you will not be condemned.
Forgive and you will be forgiven. Give, and gifts will be
given to you; a good measure, packed together, shaken
down, and overflowing, will be poured into your lap...
[for] the measure with which you measure will in
return be measured out to you.” Think, could you stand
up to your own scrutiny which you impose on others?
Honestly? Some thoughts to ponder...

Let us pray for each other. Know that you are in
mine always.
