Beloved in Christ,

Please pray for all the pilgrims heading to the March for Life
in Washington DC this Friday. Moreover, please pray for the
overturning of Roe V. Wade which assumes a supposed
“right to privacy” in the Constitution and makes it legal to
intentionally take the life of unborn children. It is very likely
that this could be the final year of marching under the dark
cloud of Roe as we know it. The “Dobbs” case that the Supreme
Court heard late last year could be the one to overturn Roe or
alter it. This would return jurisdiction of abortion laws back to
the states, so even with a favorable outcome, we will need to
continue to speak for those whose voices cannot yet be heard.
