ST. CLARE OF ASSISI�

(August 11)�

�

Saint Clare was born in 1193 in Assisi�to a   

noble family. Before her birth, her mother     

received a sign that her daughter would be a 

bright light of God in the world. As a child she 

was already very strongly drawn to the things of God, praying 

fervently, devoutly visiting the Blessed Sacrament, and �

manifesting a tender love towards the poor. When she was 

18, she heard St. Francis preaching in the town square during 

Lent and she knew at once that God wanted her to consecrate 

herself to Him. The next evening, Clare left her house at 

night, ran to meet St. Francis and his companions at the 

church they were staying in, and shared her desire to   follow 

him in his way of life. He received her, gave her his tunic, cut 

off her golden locks, and sent her to a Benedictine convent, 

because she could not stay with the brothers. When Clare was 

22, St. Francis placed her in a small house beside the convent 

and made her superior, a post she should serve for the next 42 

years of her life until her death. She was canonized in 1255, 

two years after her death.�

Jesus’ Stay in the Temple�

Joseph, of whom Mary had just used the words "your father," heard this 

answer. That, after all, is what all the people said and thought: Jesus was 

the son (as was supposed) or Joseph" (Lk 3:23). Nonetheless, the reply of 

Jesus in the Temple brought once again to the mind of his "presumed �

father" what he had heard on that night twelve years earlier: "Joseph...do 

not fear to take Mary your wife, for that which is conceived in her is of the 

Holy Spirit." From that time onwards he knew that he was a guardian of the 

mystery of God, and it was precisely this mystery that the twelve� year�old 

Jesus brought to mind: "I must be in my Father's house."�

�

The Support and Education of Jesus of Nazareth�

16. The growth of Jesus "in wisdom and in stature, and in favor with God 

and man" (Lk 2:52) took place within the Holy Family under the eyes of 

Joseph, who had the important task of "raising" Jesus, that is, feeding, 

clothing and educating him in the Law and in a trade, in keeping with the 

duties of a father.�

�

In the Eucharistic Sacrifice, the Church venerates the memory of Mary the 

ever Virgin Mother of God and the memory of St. Joseph,(29) because    

"he fed him whom the faithful must eat as the bread of eternal life."(30)�

�

For his part, Jesus "was obedient to them" (Lk 2:51), respectfully returning 

the affection of his "parents." In this way he wished to sanctify the �

obligations of the family and of work, which he performed at the side of 

Joseph.�

« Os habéis acercado a la sangre de la aspersión » �

(cf. Hb 12, 22.24):�

28. Este horizonte de luces y sombras debe hacernos a todos 

plenamente conscientes de que estamos ante un enorme y 

dramático choque entre el bien y el mal, la muerte y la vida, 

la «cultura de la muerte » y la « cultura de la vida ». Estamos 

no sólo « ante », sino necesariamente «en medio » de este 

conflicto: todos nos vemos implicados y obligados a         

participar, con la responsabilidad ineludible de elegir       

incondicionalmente en favor de la vida. �

�

También para nosotros resuena clara y fuerte la invitación �

a Moisés: « Mira, yo pongo hoy ante ti vida y felicidad, 

muerte y desgracia...; te pongo delante vida o muerte, �

bendición o maldición. Escoge la vida, para que vivas, tú y 

tu descendencia » (Dt 30, 15.19). Es una invitación válida 

también para nosotros, llamados cada día a tener que decidir 

entre la « cultura de la vida » y la «cultura de la muerte ». 

Pero la llamada del Deuteronomio es aún más profunda, 

porque nos apremia a una opción propiamente religiosa y 

moral. Se trata de dar a la propia existencia una orientación 

fundamental y vivir en fidelidad y coherencia con la Ley del 

Señor: « Yo te prescribo hoy que ames al Señor tu Dios, que 

sigas sus caminos y guardes sus mandamientos, preceptos y 

normas... Escoge la vida, para que vivas, tú y tu descenden-

cia, amando al Señor tu Dios, escuchando su voz, viviendo 

unido a él; pues en eso está tu vida, así como la prolongación 

de tus La opción incondicional en favor de la vida alcanza 

plenamente su significado religioso y moral cuando nace, 

viene plasmada y es alimentada por la fe en Cristo. Nada 

ayuda tanto a afrontar positivamente el conflicto entre la 

muerte y la vida, en el que estamos inmersos, como la fe �

en el Hijo de Dios que se ha hecho hombre y ha venido �

entre los hombres « para que tengan vida y la tengan en 

abundancia » (Jn 10, 10): es la fe en el Resucitado, que ha 

vencido la muerte; es la fe en la sangre de Cristo « que habla 

mejor que la de Abel » (Hb 12, 24). �

�

Por tanto, a la luz y con la fuerza de esta fe, y ante los �

desafíos de la situación actual, la Iglesia toma más viva �

conciencia de la gracia y de la responsabilidad que recibe de 

su Señor para anunciar, celebrar y servir al Evangelio de la 

vida.�
