As St. Paul tells us in Romans 12, “... we,
though many, are one body in Christ, and
individually members one of another. Having
gifts that differ according to the grace given to
us, let us use them...” We are all members of
Christ’s body and given a gift, a talent or
service that is of equal dignity. In the Spirit of
God that unites, we are to support each other
in discovering, naming and growing in our
gifts.

Through the generous support of our Knights
of Columbus, the Parish School of Religion
(PSR/CCD) is now able to offer children with
special needs an adaptive program to facilitate
faith formation. Through the purchase of Adaptive Preparation Kits for First
Eucharist, Reconciliation and Confirmation by Loyola Press, we are able to
support students with unique learning styles, sensory difficulties and
behavioral challenges. These kits provide materials that can be customized to
teach to a child’s strengths and abilities. With the help of the Knights, we hope
to help all individuals recognize their gifts and encourage them to share in the
community of parish life.

We are always looking for ways to help all children to build a lifelong
relationship with God. We will soon have available sensory backpacks. These
bags are equipped with noise-cancelling headphones, fidget tools, a picture
missal to follow the mass and weighted lap pads that provide the tactile and
sensory input that many special needs children crave and need in order to sit
and focus their minds and bodies for extended periods of time. Mass is a
social, shared communal experience where we identify as the Body of Christ.
Children with autism and sensory processing disorder can find Mass to be a
challenge because they having difficulty observing the actions of other and
responding appropriately. The gestures of Mass may result in anxiety or

unexpected behavior. The items in a sensory bag can provide the needed input

for both calming and sensory needs.

We would like to learn more about the needs of our parishioners and the
barriers that may prevent full participation in their faith. We extend an open
invitation to everyone to help us build up the Body of Christ. Please stop by
the office, call or email me with ideas, suggestions, or concerns.
