MANIFESTING THE SPIRIT

The Christmas season closes
this Sunday with the Baptism of the
Lord.

What have been the most
significant moments in your
life? You probably celebrate
your birthday every year, so
the day you were born must
be pretty important. How
about elementary, high
school, or college gradua-
