October A Month of Living, a Month of Life

We celebrate life in all its forms, all its ages, all its conditions. The month of October
we celebrate especially through Mary.

On Wednesday, October 7, we honored Mary as Our Lady of the Rosary. This day commemorates the
victory of European naval forces assembled at the request of the Church for the protection of Europe from
determined invaders set on destruction. The decisive battle was at Lepanto, where greatly out numbered papal
naval forces were set on annihilation. At the request of the Pope, the Rosary with its meditations of the
mysteries of Jesus Christ and the path he blazed for salvation was prayed continuously as the battle raged.
Miraculously, a storm arose and forced the invading forces into a defensive position where their great numbers
where not an advantage and the papal forces were able to defeat the invaders.

The battle we face today is no less important. Returning a sense of reverence, dignity and respect for
all forms of life requires much the same commitment. So we pray the Rosary privately, in groups and at
Church during adoration, and before the weekend Masses. By celebrating life, the forces of darkness are kept
on the defensive and will never overcome life in our world. They may have brief victories from time to time
but minds and hearts are coming more and more to the preciousness of life.

The truth of the Gospel of life is at the foundation of who we are as followers of Christ. In his earthly
life, Jesus provided the perfect model for how we are to love our neighbor and live out the Gospel call: “Truly,
I say to you, as you did it to one of the least of these my brethren, you did it to me” (Mt. 25:40).

Jesus calls each of us to “care for the other as a person for whom God has made us responsible” (EV 87). The
Gospel of life is intrinsic to the whole Christian life and foundational to the decisions we make on a daily
basis. For, “the Gospel of God’s love for man, the Gospel of the dignity of the person and the Gospel of life

are a single and indivisible Gospel” (EV 2, emphasis added).
