The season of Lent begins this week �

on Ash Wednesday, March 6.�

LENTEN GUIDELINES�

ABSTINENCE: Catholics in the 

U.S. age 14 and older are obliged to 

abstain from meat on Ash Wednesday, the Fridays 

of Lent and Good Friday. The church law forbids 

use of meat, but does not prohibit eggs, milk 

products or condiments made with animal fat.�

FASTING: Catholics in the U.S., from the day 

after their 18th birthday until the day after their 

59th birthday, are obligated to fast on Ash 

Wednesday and Good Friday. The church law 

allows for only one full meal a day, but does not 

prohibit the taking of some food in the morning 

and evening.  The combined quantity of the two 

meals should not exceed the quantity eaten at the 

full meal.  The drinking of ordinary liquids does 

not break the fast.  Note: Those taking medication 

or with health concerns should follow the advice 

of their doctor.�

PRAYER/ALMSGIVING: Abstinence and 

fasting should lead Catholics to a deeper prayer 

life.  Almsgiving provides an opportunity for a 

deeper understanding and response to the needs of 

the poor.�
