 “If anyone comes to me without hating his father and 

mother, 
wife and children, brothers and sisters, 
and even his own life, 
he cannot be my disciple. 
Whoever does not carry his own cross and come after me 
cannot be my disciple.” (Luke 14:25-33) 

 
Blessed Francis Xavier Seelos (1819-1867) left his German 
homeland for the United States in 1843 to serve the spiritu-
al needs of German-speaking immigrants, hearing about 
the work of the Redemptorist order there.  

 
Seelos was deeply inspired by the missionary work of the 

Redemptorist priests in America, particularly among the 
growing population of German-speaking Catholics who 
needed spiritual guidance. 

After receiving his acceptance from the Redemptorists, 
Seelos left for the U.S. with little warning. He wrote a 
quick letter to his family just before he boarded the ship, 
saying goodbye to them by post. He departed from Le Ha-
vre, France, on March 17, 1843, and arrived in New York 
City on April 20, 1843, after a five-week journey. 

 
After completing his studies and novitiate, he was ordained a priest in December 1844 and began his 

ministry in Pittsburgh as an assistant to Saint John Neumann. He became known as a compassionate 
and powerful intercessor, particularly noted for his powerful prayers for healing. Seelos dedicated 
himself to serving the poorest and most abandoned, whether through parish ministry, serving as a nov-
ice master, or his later role as a traveling missionary. 

 
He contracted Yellow Fever while caring for victims of the disease in New Orleans and died in Oc-

tober 1867, becoming a saint through his selfless service and sacrifice. He was blessed by Saint Pope 
John Paul II in 2000. His Feast Day is celebrated on October 5.
