The site seeing public hovering around
Jesus thought Bartimaeus to be an an-
noyance to be silenced. Bartinaeus like
John the Baptist refused to be silenced
or dismissed. He wanted the attention
of Jesus and no one else.

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It is hard to believe that Friday, October 26,
was the end of 1st quarter. The students are
now fully acclimated to the new school year
and ready to take on 2nd quarter. Report Cards
will be sent home with the students on Friday,
November 2. Parent-Teacher Conferences will
be held on Tuesday, November 13 and Thurs-
day, November 15 from 4:00-8:00 p.m.

The class in the spotlight is the 7th grade class:

The seventh grade class welcomes the fall season, as the students
delve into their academic studies and fall activities once again. In
Reading, the students opened with a study of the text, The Giver, by
Lois Lowry. This John Newbery Award winner is a social science
non-fiction piece that certainly stirred the reading appetites of my
seventh graders.

In Art class, the students studied the art style of Piet Mondrian and
discovered his fascination with the use of the primary colors and
geometric design. The students created their own originals using
these themes, but gave them a twist by using animal shaped outlines
as well. Currently, during this Fall/Halloween season, the students
are studying how the psychologically challenging life of artist
Edvard Munch guided his artwork. The students are working on
reproducing Munch’s most famous painting, The Scream, using four
different mediums: Oil pastel, watercolor, colored, textile, and an
original. The student artwork will be on display outside the seventh
grade classroom.

A study of geologic time and the history of the earth has been our
main focus in science. The students completed a study of fossil for-
mation, and created a transition mural showing the three eras in the
Phanerozoic Eon. The artwork, especially the dinosaurs, was amaz-
ing.

In STEM class, the students began the school year with a challenge
to design and build a device that would safely and accurately drop
relief supplies to victims of natural disasters. Several of the designs
kept the supplies, “a raw egg”, safe after being dropped from the
second story window. Engineering notebooks were introduced to
students to practice making diagrams, graphs, data keeping, and for
writing conclusions.

Finally, in Religion class, students have researched a saint of their
choice, and have written a monologue describing the life and service
of their saint. Students will dress as their saint, and stand as if
make of wax, until someone presses a button to make them come
alive at our Wax Museum of Saints. All are invited to attend. The
Wax Museum of Saints will be from 8:20-9:50 a.m., in the church,
on Thursday, November 1. The All Saints Day Mass will begin at
10:00 a.m.
