Because of First Communion at St. Ann on Sunday, April 28 at
2:00 p.m., the pastoral region (St. Ann and Sacred Heart) Di-
vine Mercy Celebration will be at St. Ann but the time will be
moved to 4:00 p.m.

Reflection on Scripture

The story of the woman caught in adultery appears only in
John’s Gospel, but it is written in a Synoptic style similar to Mt.
22:15-22 or Mark 10:2-12.  Jesus is teaching in the temple
and is interrupted by the Pharisees who have caught a woman
in the act of adultery. Deuteronomy says that such a crime
carries with it a punishment of stoning for a betrothed virgin, or
strangling for a wife caught in such a crime. The Pharisees
wanted to catch Jesus in a legal trap in which any answer Je-
sus would give would put him in peril. Jesus outsmarts them
and saves the woman'’s life by refusing to engage in any legal
adjudication, but throws the question back on their conscienc-
es. He reminds them that Mosaic Law requires the accuser to
carry out the execution. Since the Pharisees are the accusers,
Jesus says, “You can Kill her in justice only if you have no sin of
your own.” Since all knew they were sinners, the first to throw
a stone would convict himself. Horrified by Jesus’ ability to
turn the tables on them, they retreat for the time being and
look for another opportunity when perhaps they can outsmart
him.

My apologies for the lack of grammatical correctness in the
following, but it is my experience that “whenever you are out to
get someone, you end up being the one who gets got!” Jesus
says it better, “Do not judge and you will not be judged.” God’s
justice is mercy. Forgiveness is the way of Jesus. It is the only
way!
