Reflection on Scripture: Twenty Seventh Sunday in
Ordinary Time

If you do not use a gift correctly, you dishonor the giver. If you
consistently use the gift improperly, you forfeit your ownership
of the gift. Isaiah compares people of Israel to a harvest of
wild grapes. Wild grapes are smaller than cultivated varieties,
are tart, and each vine produces many fewer grapes than culti-
vated varieties. My father used to say, “They are all vine and
no grape.” Isaiah was saying that Israel was all talk and no
loyalty to God.

Jesus also uses the vineyard analogy in his parable. In this
case the tenants take possession of the vineyard and refuse to
pay a just percentage of the profit to the owner. They go so far
as to kill the heir so they can confiscate the property and keep
the profit. Everyone in the crowd agrees that such behavior is
wrong and will surely be punished.

Jesus then compounds the metaphor by using the analogy of
building products. If a quarried stone is not square, it will ruin
the vertical integrity of the wall. Jesus says that he is the
stone rejected by the stone masons which has become the
keystone or cornerstone. The moral of the story is that God
expects a return on his investment. Loyalty is the “produce.”
Are we paying God the fair and just “royalty of loyalty” on his
investment? God made us and gave us life. He has been so
loyal to us that he has redeemed us by his blood on the Cross.
Have we given him the loyalty he deserves in return?

OUR LADY OF THE ROSARY, OCT. 7

This feast was instituted by Pope
St. Pius V in thanksgiving for the
great naval victory over the Turks
at the battle of Lepanto on this
day in the year 1570, a favor due
to the recitation of the Rosary.
This victory saved Europe from
being overrun by the forces of Is-
lam.

Lepanto, perhaps the most complete victory ever gained
over the Ottoman Empire, on October 7, 1571, is com-
memorated by the invocation "Help of Christians," insert-
ed in the Litany of Loretto. At Belgrade the Turks were
defeated on the Feast of Our Lady ad Nives in 1716. A
second victory gained that year on the Octave of the As-
sumption determined Pope Clement XI to command the
Feast of the Rosary to be celebrated by the universal
Church. Leo Xlll added the invocation "Queen of the most
Holy Rosary, pray for us," to the Litany of Loretto. The
Feast is in reality a great festival of thanksgiving for the
signal and countless benefits bestowed on Christendom
through the Rosary of our blessed Queen.

Things to Do:

e Pray the Rosary, or 5 decades of the Rosary tonight
with your family. Continue this practice through Octo-
ber, the month that is especially dedicated to the Ro-
sary.

e Read the encyclicals on the rosary, and the lat-
est apostolic letter.

e Learn the Luminous Mysteries. For families with
younger children, it helps to have visual aids for the
mysteries. Have a picture to flip at the beginning of
each decade for the family Rosary.

e Learn how to make rosaries, cord and/or wire for
missions.

e Learn about the great victory of Our Lady at
the Battle of Lepanto. You can also read more
about Pope St. Pius V, who instituted the Feast of Our
Lady of the Rosary.

e Read Cardinal Angelo Sodano's homily at the Shrine
of Our Lady of the Rosary.

e St. Pius V was a very holy Dominican, who wore his
scratchy habit underneath his papal robes, and
walked around Rome barefoot. He ate just to sustain
himself, and fasted frequently. We should use his
example and remember to fast and pray the Rosary
for the conversion of Islam.
