“Virtus” Child Protection program to the “Safe Parish” program.
If you have done the Virtus training and have kept up to date
on all your monthly bulletins, you should have received an
email instruction as to how to reapply under the new program.
If you are up to date on all bulletins, your eligibility should auto-
matically transfer. |IF YOU DID NOT RECEIVE AN EMAIL MES-
SAGE, chances are that you were not up to date in your Virtus
training and your eligibility to work with children did NOT trans-
fer. If this is the case, please contact your local parish Safe
Environment Coordinator as to what is necessary for you to be
eligible to work with or around children in any Archdiocesan
location.

The following is the message or instruction you
should have received:

Hello and welcome to the new Archdiocese of Cincinnati Child
Protection platform — SafeParish™. As an active child protec-
tion account holder, you must register for your SafeParish™
account to continue to work and volunteer in the Archdiocese.
If you have completed your background and training require-
ments, that information will be imported to your SafeParish™
account and no additional background or training will be re-
quired. To be certain your information transferred and you are
registered with SafeParish, please contact your parish Safe
Environment Coordinator.

If you are a new employee or volunteer, please register for your
SafeParish™ account and complete your background and
training requirements. Check with your local parish Safe Envi-
ronment Coordinator for Registration instructions.

Reflection on Scripture:

The pericope that is the first reading today could be titled,
“Elijah and the intimidation of self-doubt.” Read without con-
text, its meaning and application to our lives can easily be
overlooked. Remember the context. Elijah has just made the
prophets of Baal look foolish; the object of ridicule and
Continued on next page...

derision. But by winning the battle against them, he has made
a mortal enemy of Jezebel. Jezebel, the Phoenician wife of
King Ahab, had introduced the worship of the false gods of
Baal into Israel. So Elijah now realizes he has made a bitter
enemy of the highest political and military authority of his time.
Essentially saying to himself, “What have | gotten myself into?”
he runs out into the desert with the hope that the harsh desert
elements will kill him. Essentially, he is so afraid of Jezebel
and her power that he is willing to commit suicide by putting
himself into conditions almost sure to kill him.

God sends an angel with rations, and Elijah, with renewed
strength, goes back to the source of his faith on Mount Horeb
(also called Sinai). (Remember that this is the mountain of the
covenant where the Ten Commandments were received.)
Here Elijah comes to recognize the presence of God.

Sometimes, we are intimidated by a secular society that holds
such power over us that we are frightened and shaken, and
begin to doubt our faith. The Mass brings us the Bread of Life,
Jesus Christ in the Most Holy Eucharist. When we are one in
Christ, united in our rootedness of faith, we no longer doubt
ourselves; for we are no longer speaking by our own authority.
We are acting in the power of the Holy Spirit.

Sometimes we all go through the self-doubt of Elijah! We are
intimidated and lonely, and perhaps even doubt our faith in
Jesus. This is when we need the power of the Holy Spirit most.
The intimidation of the powerful secular world melts away like
frost when confronted by the power of God as we (the Church)
become the Mystical Body of Christ.
