NEW PASTOR INTRODUCES HIMSELF

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 

Hello! Thank you to Fr. Herb and to all of you 

who have reached out and given me such a warm 

welcome.  

I was asked to share a little about myself. I'm 

originally from the south end of Toledo. So, I'm fairly 

local. My home parish is St. Patrick of Heatherdowns, 

where I also attended elementary school. After grad-

uating from St. John's Jesuit H.S. in 1996, I had a failed 

attempt at pre-med, before coming back this way.  

I graduated from BGSU in 2000, after which I 

began my priesthood discernment and formation at 

the venerable Saint Meinrad Seminary in southern In-

diana. In the middle of that time, my pastoral intern-

ship was at St. Paul Parish in Norwalk. I was ordained 

June 3, 2006, and was assigned as the associate pas-

tor at St. Michael the Archangel in Findlay, before be-

coming pastor at St. Thomas Aquinas and Good 

Shepherd parishes in East Toledo from 2009-2013. 

(Those are no longer separate parishes but are now 

part of Epiphany of the Lord.)  

Since then, I've been serving as pastor at St. 

Peter Catholic Church and School in Huron, a cool 

little town on Lake Erie. The last couple of years our 

parish leadership team has been working with the 

Amazing Parish movement to foster parish cultures of 

prayer, discipleship, and mission. 

And now I'm so excited to have been as-

signed to such a dynamic parish as St. John 

XXIII. It's fun that I have connections to so many of 

you already. As far as hobbies go, I'm really pretty 

boring. I'm historically known for playing the guitar, 

though I haven't picked it up as much in recent years. 

My favorite band the last few years has been Twenty 

One Pilots, and you might catch lyrics occasionally 

sprinkled in a homily (or this introduction, for that mat-

ter).
