As we make our way through the month of the dead, 

the Gospel today fiPngly reminds us that we must be 

ready for our own deaths with the story of the wise 

virgins. But we need not fear death, as St. Paul reminds 

us in the preceding epistle, since “if we believe that 

Jesus died and rose, so too will God, through Jesus, 

bring with him those who have fallen asleep.” The 

prayer that the Church places in our hearts in response 

to this promise is a plea for guidance and protec&on. 

The Offertory An&phon begs God to guide our footsteps 

“so that no iniquity may ever gain the upper hand”. 

Also, the Entrance An&phon, characteris&cally 

pe&&onary, asks that God be a3en&ve to our prayers. 

When all is said and done, the Liturgy is calling us to 

readiness through our complete abandonment of self to 

God. Trust in His Providence and nothing will disturb 

your inner peace. Please pray for the Holy Souls in 

purgatory!

FROM THE PASTOR�
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OUR DEBT TO PRAY FOR THE SOULS IN PURGATORY�

PART I�

“Owe nothing to anyone except to love one another; 

for he who loves his neighbor has fulfilled the law." 

Romans 3:18�

Though tradi&onally the month of November is dedicated 

to the “Holy Souls” in purgatory, a number of Catholics 

oTen regard this prac&ce as old�fashioned, belonging to the 

past and oTen associated with a church language of a 

bygone era. While we can derive great comfort from the 

hope that our loved ones are enjoying Eternal Life with 

God, it never hurts to pray for their souls in any case.�In 

purgatory, the souls of many of those who have died in 

God’s grace undergo purifica&on so they may enter heaven. �

�

St. John Chrysostom wrote, “Let us help and 

commemorate [the dead]. If Job’s sons were purified by 

their father’s sacrifice, why would we doubt that our 

offerings for the dead bring them some consola/on?” He 

was following and affirming a long�standing church belief 

and prac&ce, that the living pray for the dead. For me, the 

belief in purgatory lies at the center of our Catholic faith 

because of our sense of family. As a family we pray for one 

another, and these members of the Church family count on 

us and really  need our prayers, just as we need each 

other’s prayers. Within a short distance of the Va&can in 

Rome lies the Parish Church of the Sacred Heart. Inside the 

gothic church is one of the world’s smallest and most 

unusual museums called the Holy Souls Museum which 

contains relics, various prayer books, ar&cles of clothing, 

including those of a Religious, and items of furniture that 

have been touched and branded by the Holy Souls in 

purgatory. The Holy Souls leT their scorched finger and 

handprints on a variety of items, including pillowcases, 

tables, books and paper. It is believed, that “These 

par&cular Holy Souls were allowed to leave purgatory to 

return to their families or religious orders to plead for 

Masses and prayers to be offered for them”. The guide to 

this small museum explains that “it is faith that is the key to 

understanding these relics.”�

�

We know that the existence of purgatory is real, as it is 

defined as a dogma of the Catholic Church (Councils of 

Florence and Trent). Therefore, it is obligatory for all 

Catholics to believe and accept this fact. Furthermore, the 

Church Councils defined that the souls in purgatory are able 

to be assisted by the faithful on earth (ourselves) by the 

Holy Sacrifice of the Mass. However it is refreshing that St. 

Pope John Paul II, in telling the faithful to pray for the souls 

in purgatory, said that  by doing so they therefore come to 

encounter the living Christ (Ecclesia in America: New 

Mexico 1998). Pope emeritus Benedict XVI in his 

Sacramentum Carita�s (32) and Encyclical Spe Salvi (44 � 

48) both published in 2007, remind us of the importance of 

prayers for the dead, especially the offering of Mass for 

them, so that once purified, they can come to the bea&fic 

vision of God.  In helping those who have gone before us to 

be saved, we will have done the utmost for our own 

personal salva&on as well.  Remember, “A good deed is 

never lost.”    �
