LITURGICAL NOTES �

Entrance: Rejoice in the Lord always; again I say, rejoice. Let your forbearance be known 

to all men. The Lord is at hand. Do not be anxious over anything; but in all manner of �

prayer, let your requests be made known unto God.�

Offertory: O Lord, you have blessed your land, you have put an end to Jacob’s cap�vity; 

you have forgiven the guilt of your people.�

Communion: Say: Take courage, you who are fainthearted, and do not fear; behold, our 

God will come and he will save us.�

Gaudete Sunday takes its name from the first word of the Entrance An�phon, which 

means to rejoice.� Taken from a Pauline epistle, the Church calls us to receive this fruit of 

the Spirit, i.e., joy, which abides in the soul and gets us through the difficult �mes (“Let 

your forbearance be known to all men.”).� It is a simple message that is at the very root 

of the Gospel.� We can endure all trials because we know that God has “put an end to 

Jacob’s cap�vity” and has “forgiven the guilt of [His] people.”� A1er receiving Holy Com-

munion today, let the Communion An�phon’s beau�ful words from Isaiah comfort you: 

“Take courage, you who are fainthearted[…]our God will come and he will save us.”� This 

is where true repentance leads: confidence in God’s promises, the virtue of hope.� Give 

thanks to God for giving us His Son, Jesus Christ, and resolve anew to conform your life to 

the Will of the Father. Express the joy of this Sunday by joining the Music Ministry (Dec. 12) 

at 14:30PMFor our third annual LESSONS & CAROLS.

Where is your Journey Headed?

“On coming to the house, they saw the child with his 

mother Mary, and they bowed down and worshiped him.  

Then they opened their treasures and presented him with 

gi(s of gold, frankincense and myrrh.”   Ma,hew 2:11�

�

What is the purpose behind the celebra�on of Christmas?  

For those who are in Christ, the holiday’s meaning lies 

solely in the birth of Jesus.  Based on his own careful 

inves�ga�on, St. Luke the Evangelist’s account of Christ’s 

birth is more than a heartwarming story or a call to blind 

faith�it is true, historical, and life�changing.  It is good 

news, and it brings great joy to a world darkened by sin.�

�

Luke, who was the companion of St. Paul on his missionary 

journeys, provides us with observa�ons that cover the 

poli�cal, the social, the geographical, and the historical 

events of the �me. �“In those days a decree went out from 

Caesar Augustus that all the world should be registered.  

This was the first registra<on when Quirinius was 

governor of Syria.” (Lk.2:1)�

�

Ma7hew 1:23 announces the birth of Jesus saying, “‘The 

virgin will conceive and give birth to a Son, and they will 

call him Immanuel’�(which means ‘God with us’).”  The 

God of the universe, the One who created us, came down 

to us.  He tasted thirst and felt hunger.  He shivered in the 

cold and laid His head on the bare ground to sleep.  He 

wept with friends overwhelmed by grief and watched as 

everyone walked away from Him in His darkest hour. �

�

Jesus, King of kings though He is, came into the world in a 

remarkably simple, lowly, and unassuming way.  His birth 

was the furthest thing from a king’s welcome.  Few of us 

are acquainted with the ways of royalty, and it’s hard to 

even fathom how elaborate and elegant that lifestyle is.  

Many more of us, however, can describe in detail what a 

barn is like.  I find this part of the Christmas story so 

beau�ful�Jesus didn’t come to earth as a mighty, majes�c 

king who would be in�mida�ng and untouchable.  He 

instead came as an innocent, needy, dependent baby born 

to parents who were poor and as normal as could be.  

Everything about the very beginnings of his life on earth 

was humble and unassuming, giving us a Savior we can 

easily relate to and understand and not one who is distant 

or on a lo@y throne.  This is such a comfor�ng truth�we 

don’t have to have pres�gious job �tles or well�stocked 

bank accounts or fame to be used by God, because not 

even His Son required those things.�

�

As we look forward to Christmas, our hope in the saving 

power of God has to increase daily because the one who is 

like us is Emmanuel.  Remember that even in our 

brokenness, Jesus is with us.  He feels your sorrow.  He 

knows your anxie�es.  He wants you to experience His 

hope.�

�

As you consider the hope of Jesus, also think about how 

you can share it with others�the neighbor who has lost 

hope, who has been frustrated with life, one who feels 

hopeless.  Maybe it’s dropping by their home for a short 

visit and leCng them know they are not forgo7en.  Maybe 

it’s serving someone in your community who needs a 

helping hand.  Or maybe it’s being generous to someone in 

need of help and hope this Christmas.  The ques�on stands: 

How does “God with us” apply to your life this Christmas?  

How can you share His hope with someone today?�
