This second Sunday of Advent Year A encourages us to reflect deeply on our spiritual lives, emphasizing hope,
repentance, and the call to live in harmony as we await the Savior.

No one looks forward to something they deem of little value. Here we are looking forward to the Lord’s coming. We

as Catholics are very excited that the Lord is near. A practical way to prepare for the Lord’s coming would be to revive
your awareness of your need for God. Unfortunately, although we believe in God, we sometimes do not believe it is
necessary to change our lives. We reach the point where we think that, even though it might be urgent, it is not really
possible. However, we have heard over and over again, “Nothing is impossible with God”. All we have to do is put our
faith and our trust in Him. God does not ask for us to make a radical change of life at our age or in our situation, even
though we have tried so often. However, it is in the day after day, trying to do better. And, Advent is a perfect time in
trying to do better. A way that worked for me was to listen more attentively to the readings, the Gospel and the
Homily. Try to imagine God is speaking to you through the readings, the Gospel and the Homily. | promise you, if you
do so, the Gospel will come alive in your life. You will feel like God hears you and He is talking to you.

There is no time to lose in trusting in God and enhancing your prayer life. If God has decided to come, there is no
reason to delay his coming or lifestyle and conversion. If we delay our conversion, we delay the Lord’s coming. We
must bear witness to the world in which we live, and the people among whom we live, by our lifestyle and conversion.
Only in this way will our hope and witness be credible, and only then will our life proclaim to the world that God is truly
near and Jesus is coming.

This world of ours that we live in, believes it is abandoned by God, and there are people who find it hard to believe that
God is interested in them. The only way we can convince the world otherwise and that the Lord is coming is by making
it obvious to others, is by our desire to improve our own lives.

Let us ask the Lord to make us feel his nearness. So that others see Him in us. Then it will not be too difficult for us to
wait for him, and since he has already begun his return, let us pray that He may begin in us the conversion that He hopes

for us.
