Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

1. Respect Life Month. The Church loves to
give us timely themes to focus on in our prayers
and deeds. For example, October is the month of
the Holy Rosary, the month of devotion to the
Sorrowful Mother, and also “Respect Life Month”.
Respect Life Month is a time to highlight the dignity
and value of human life. One could get dizzy with
so many good themes placed before us!

Several wise souls have noted that, while our
culture continues to become ever more
technologically advanced, at the same time it seems
to be deficient in a corresponding moral ethos. The
apparent divide that exists between technological
power and an appropriate moral ethos s
challenging because such power, when not guided
by morality, can become gravely harmful to
humanity and to all of God’s creation.

We can help promote moral growth by
remembering Pope Saint John Paul II’'s personalist
norm. The norm is this: “Persons should always be
treated as their own ends and should never be
merely used as an instrumental means.” In other
words, each human person possesses an
importance which cannot be alienated from the
person. This importance flows from being created in
the image and likeness of God.

Because of the human person’s intrinsic
importance, scientific, medical and business ethics
have a firm foundation. For example, the value of
the human person does not allow science to morally
use individuals, no matter how big or small, for life-
destroying experiments such as occurs occasionally
in embryonic stem-cell research. The same value of
the person prevents doctors from engaging in
actions which directly harm or destroy life rather
than heal or protect it. This rules out societal
sanctioning of directly procured abortions, assisted
suicide, and euthanasia.

At the same time, as a people formed by the
Gospel we must be heroic in creating a culture
which sustains and supports the gift of human life.
Such cultural support can realize itself in various
ways. Locally, we are blessed with several such
apostolates. May God bless them and may we
support them!

The book is called With God in
Russia and it was written by Fr.
Walter Ciszek. Fr. Ciszek wrote a
companion book called He
Leadeth Me, which is a deeper
spiritual reflection upon his
experience in the prisons and labor
camps of 20t century Russia.
Both books are worth reading.

As the season of fall approaches, I'd like to
recommend some other books for your
consideration. | try not to recommend anything
that | have not read, so in some sense my lists will
always be limited to my own tastes. | apologize for
that. Nevertheless, the following books are ones |
have found very interesting and spiritually insightful
and you might too.

October 15t is the feast of Saint Therese of
Lisieux. This spiritual powerhouse lived to be just 24
years old and wrote only one book, nevertheless
Pope Saint John Paul Il proclaimed her to be a
doctor of the Church (someone whose teaching has
affected the spiritual or theological thinking of large
numbers of the faithful). Her autobiography, The
Story of a Soul, should be read by all of us at
least twice over the course of our lives. It starts off
slow but builds into a profound message about
what holiness is and how it can be lived.

The Colony by John Tayman is a
comprehensive account of life in the former leper
colony on Molokai. This colony had several famous
residents, two of whom eventually became
canonized saints—Fr. Damien de Veuster and
Mother Marianne Cope. Tayman treats his subject
with respect and offers insights into what it was like
to live with a terrible disease that resulted in
significant social isolation. He gives brief looks,
from a secular perspective, into the lives of Fr.
Damien and Mother Marianne, along with many
other interesting and heroic people (as well as some
scoundrels).

Lastly, since the Feast of All Saints is
drawing near, you might like the book entitled My
Sisters the Saints by Colleen Carroll Campbell.
Published ten years ago, it still has an interesting
appeal. Carroll Campbell brings the reader through
her own journey of spiritual discovery as life
circumstances helped her to appreciate certain
female saints and their life-giving wisdom.

OG6 LITURGY CORNER

PRIESTLY VESTMENTS

FR. PETER GRODI

Since 1 wrote an article last week on the
chasuble, the outer garment worn by the
priest at Mass, it seems appropriate to reflect
on and explain the other garments wom by
the priest at Mass. Chances are that you are
unaware o the presence or at least the
meaning of at least one of them.

But before we get into it, T just want to let
vou know that there will not be a Liturgy
Corner anticle next Sunday, 1 will be away on
my canomnical retréat (canonical meaning that
priests are mandated by Canon Law to make
a retreat every year). So please pray for me
as | will certainly be doing for you.

Now, let's get down to business.

Amice,

“Place wpon me, 0 Lord, the helmer of
safvation, that I may overcome the assanits
of the devil.”

This garment became optional aller Vatcan
Il under the condition that the alb {explained
later) cowers the neck of the priest. The
amice is a square cloth with sirings or length
of fabric on two adjacent comers. To don this
gurment, the priest raises ib over his head,
taps the top of his head with it and then lets it
[all ever the back ol his neck and shoulders,
tying strings around his chest so that the
cloth crosses over the front of his neck and
covers his black clercal clothing. As the
priest does all this, he says the prayer above.
This prayer rellects Ephesians 6:16-17, ¢
besides all thase, taking the shield of faith,
with which you can gquench all the flaming
darts of the evil one. And take the helmet of
salvation, and the sword of the Spirl, which
is the word of God.” One of the collective
purposcs of the vestments of the priest is to
cover up his daily wear, since he acts In
persona Christi [in the person of Christ) at
Mass. And so, he “puts on Christ,” covering
up the external reminders of his normal
perscna with symbaols of Christ, praying with
cach garment [or the Grace of God to help
him perform his Liturgical task well.

Alb

“Purify me, O Lord, from all stain and
cleanse my heart, thar washed in the blood
af the Lamb, | may enjoy eternal delights.™

The alb is a while garment or robe, ollen ol
linen, that flows from the shoulders to the
ankles. As you can scc from the prayer the
priest prays as he dons it this particular
garment  reflects  the purification  of
Baptism. Hence, all Baptized persons can
wear an alb (vou may have noticed that our
altar servers wear albs as well) Part of the
Baptismal rite is that the adult person or
child is adorned with a white garment and
the mimsler prays that they, “Brong it
unstained o the everlasting Life of
Heaven” The white garment symbolizes
that the person has become a new creation
in Christ. The priest, in a particnlar way,
emphasizes this reality in his role at Mass,

Cincture

“Gird me, O Lord, with the cincture of
ity o guenchr inomy heart the fire of
concupiscence,  thai  the  virtwe  of
continence and chastity moay abide in me"

The cincture is 4 rope or length ol cloth,
like a thin sash, that is tied around the
pricst’s waste. This article is also often
worn by other ministers at the liturgy, like
the Deacon and the Server, Tt has its roots
in Jewish tradilion. A garment guile similar
to it was a mandated piece of clothing for
the priests in the 0ld Testament. Theare are
other references to the cincture  in
Scripiure, such as Revelation 1:13, * und in
the midst of the lampstands one like a son
of man,[a] wearing an ankle-length robe,
with a gold sash around his chest.™ A belt
is also included in the symbaolic “armor of
God™ that Paul lists in Ephesians 6. This
particular article is strongly tied to the
responsibility of moral integrity and the aid
of God's grace in living up o that
responsibility.

Stole
“Lord, restore the stole of immortality,
which [ lost through the actions of our first
parenis, and, unworthy as ! am to approach
Thy sacred mysteries, may I vet gain eternal
Joy.”

The stole is a long, narrow picce of cloth,
often omamented at both ends, and has a
cross sewn in the middle. The priest Kisses
this cross and then drapes the stole over his
neck with the ends hanging in front
Sometimes, the priest crosses over the ends
of the stole and secures them in place with
the cincture.

Althougzh not clearly indicaled in the vesling
prayer, the stole is the vestment that most
singularly symbolizes the priestly office
(Deacens also wear stoles but in a different
manner, indicating their diaconal office.)
Because of its priestly character, a priest
wears 4 stole in all situations when he acts
in a specifically priestly manner {during
confession, during some blessings, when
hundling the Cocharist ot Adoration, when
Anointing the sick, etc.)

Chasuble

“O Lord, who has said, "My voke is sweet
anc My burden light,” grant that I may so
carey it as feo merit Thy grace,”

Somelimes, the sacristan or the priest will
lay out the garments on a table in such a
way as to facilitate the ritual of vesting. All
together, the donning of these wvestments
along  with the recitation of  the
accompanying  prayers form a beaotiful,
profound and solemn ritmal that the priest
undergoes in order to prepare himself
mentally and spiritually for the greal and
holy task of offering the Sacrifice of the
Mss,
