While the start we
make may not change the externals, the
environment which we are not able to
control, it can change with how we
respond to it and what we choose to do
with our time to regain back our sanity. |
think to some degree we have lost
anywhere from a tiny bit to the whole kit
and caboodle!

In this new liturgical year, each of us can
benefit from giving a lot more charity and
understanding than complaining and
judging. A better prayer life helps with
this: think rosary and the Bible to start!
This reset (the good kind) is meant to
remind us not to forego our identity as a
son/daughter of our Heavenly Father - to
recognize that with all the things that this
world is mired in, God still sent His Son,
Jesus, to redeem us from our sins! He
didn’t look at what was going on and said,
“I'm not sending my Son til they get their
act together!” and withheld His grace. In
the fullness of time, the Father sent His
Only Begotten Son in the craziness of this
world to quell the chaos and bring forth the
Kingdom. Of course, some still preferred
the darkness and the chaos, but Jesus
gave them as He is constantly doing with
us, the opportunity to be rescued from this
mess, if only we place our hope, our trust,
our goal in Him.

One of these beautiful
Christmas customs is the Christmas
Wafer. A Wafer bearing a simple design
commemorative of Christ’'s birth is
broken by the head of the family and
distributed to each member. With a
simple prayer for God’s grace and
welfare of the present and absent
members of the family, the head family
member breaks the wafer and distributes
it, a piece to each one at the table. While
doing so, each member of the family is
kissed and is wished a joyful feast. The
other family members, then, greet one another in the
same way.

The spiritual lesson in this age old custom is unity of the
family, the main pillar of society. The bond of unity is
the Christ-like charity that should exist amongst the
members of the family. The father of the family is the
link in the unbroken chain of One Body, One Bread, One
Christ, One Church. The family joins him in the eternal
procession no matter where they are.

A. 1 think if you go back and re-read
his article you will see that he does
indeed understand the request. He
included in his explanation the realities of our present day
situation in the Archdioceses. The severe lack of priests is also
a nation wide crisis.

Let’s look at this issue from a slightly different angle. In the
16" chapter of Matthew, Jesus told Peter (and us) that he was
establishing a Church and he would be with his Church until
the end of the age. He did not establish a parish, but a world
wide, eternal Church. When Jesus made that declaration,
where was your parish? How many centuries did it take before
your parish appeared on the scene? If there are approximately
1.2 billion baptized Catholics today, how many attend mass at
your parish? Was Catholicism any less Catholic before your
parish was established? Are those who do not attend mass at
your parish any less Catholic? Are they any less loved by
God?

Well, the questions could go on endlessly. The point we must
realize is that, aside from the physical impossibility of having
a priest to accommodate every parish, be are all part of a much
larger, older, eternal Church. We are designed to spend
eternity with each other, with the saints of old, the Blessed
Mother and with the Father, Son and Holy Spirit. That is far
more astounding and exciting than any soon to crumble brick
and mortar structure here on earth.

Let us place our focus where it really belongs, on Jesus. We
are to live a sacramental life and share the Gospel with those
we come in contact with in our daily life. This is our call to
duty. I am sure that none of us, when our time comes and are
invited to be with our Lord Jesus for all eternity, will respond
with the sentiment that we cannot leave this building where
we were baptized, confirmed and married. My guess is that we
won’t give that real estate a second thought.

So, let’s continue supporting our local parish with our time
talent and treasure. But let’s not lose sight of the purpose for
which our parish was established. Our parishes are designed to
jump start us on the road to eternal life. We are not here to
place an allegiance to a physical structure. But rather the
physical structure is here to serve us for the relatively short
time we are in this life. Do not let it become the other way
around.

* Kids in Distress - Provides free clothing to
underprivileged and displaced children in the local
community. ltems needed are clothing, boots, winter
coats, leggings, back packs, towels, toiletries.

* McWarm at St. Margaret of Scotland - Normally
the homeless are welcomed, fed a warm lunch,
given clean warm clothes, sleeping bags, thermal
underwear, and sent off with a bag lunch, but due
to Covid they cannot come into the building so
more gift cards are needed this year.

* Spero - Women will be seen to determine if they
are pregnant and do ultra sounds, and will keep
seeing mom and baby until the baby is 2 years old.
They help them with all baby essentials and
furniture, and referrals for whatever else is needed.

* Franciscan Ministries (formerly St. Aloyisious
Neighborhood Services)- hand out needed things
on the street, hand and feet warmers, hygiene
products, warm clothing, coffee, etc.

* Turning Point - Home for battered women and
children. Items needed are household products,
paper towel, garbage bags, paper products,
bedding, toilet paper, infants and children clothing,
diapers, car seats, individually wrapped snacks,
hygiene products for men, women and children.
