People in need constantly call out
to Jesus. Just like the blind
beggar, Bartimaeus, we call out
to the Lord for we know he is the
shepherd of his people, the one
sent from God, the one who
saves us from sin, evil, darkness
and, even death itself. Jesus
comes to his people to overcome
the evil that surrounds them,
even infects them, and fills them
once again with hope. He gives all
that God gives - hope, healing,
mercy and love.

Unlike the dictators and rulers of
the world, Jesus does not trap
individuals in societies of fear
and violence. Rather, Jesus comes
to give freedom and life to each
person he touches. He does not
rule by fear or coercion, rather
people are drawn to Jesus and
Jesus reaches out and restores
them in body, mind, heart and
soul. Jesus' rule is one of
shepherding his people and
leading them in the way of grace.
He restores everyone's dignity
and makes sure they have a place
in human society.

Like Bartimaeus, we are people
that call on the Lord because he
is “Rabboni”: master teacher,
savior of his people. We ask for
his mercy for he is mercy
incarnate. We ask for wholeness,
because we know how wounded
we are by sin, by life itself. And
Jesus does not disappoint - he
makes us whole and holy.

When we humbly approach the
Lord, Jesus treats us as if we are
the only one in the world at that
moment. As with Bartimaeus, he
treats him with respect, calls him
forward and grants him grace. He
restores the man'’s sight and in
doing so, allows him to become a
worthwhile member of his
society and also a disciple of
Christ who can, through the Good

News, transform society into a
whole and holy community of
women and men.

This is the work of Jesus - to
make us whole and holy. When
we are whole in body, mind,
heart and soul, our lives are
directed by grace, our vision is
pure and our work constantly
works for the good of others. We
become, in a real sense, the
hands and heart and voice of
Christ amidst the noise and
darkness of those who do not
know the way and fight for
power, prestige and control.

We are made holy by the work of
Jesus for we become a people
who are united with the Spirit of
God and we go forth to be
vessels of grace for others. Made
holy by our commitment to the
Lord, we allow the world to see
the action of grace and its results
on individuals, families and
communities.

Like Bartimaeus, we need to ask
the Lord for wholeness of being
and holiness of life. We want to
see grace in action, working
person to person and heart to
heart. And the Lord will grant us
wholeness and holiness but first
we have to realize we cannot do
this on our own. No human
power can do what God alone
can do. When we humbly ask the
Lord “to see” we are engaging in a
new way of life, a new way of
being that is centered on God's
values alone. Like Bartimaeus,
are you and | ready to call out to
the Lord and become his true
disciples in word and deed?

this means praying, listening, singing!!

e Assistin taking up the Offertory Collection.

o Be aware of those with special needs and inform a Eucharistic Minister they will need communion.

Lectors Ministry
Do you think you may have the gift of being a Lector? Are you a good speaker? Is Scripture a part of your
daily prayer? If so, then perhaps you should discern if this might be the ministry for you.

As a Lector you allow God to use your voice to communicate with the assembly. Your ministry keeps alive the
memory of how God has acted in nature and history from age to age, especially in the story of the Jewish people
and above all in the gift of Jesus Christ and the Church.
To proclaim the Word well, you will need to study it and pray over it, allowing it to take hold of your own heart
and mind. As a Lector you are a servant of the Word of God. Like St. John the Baptist, always stand under that
Word saying: “He must increase, but | must decrease.” Jn3:30
