Please mark your calendars that on December 8th the Catholic Church celebrates the Solemnity of the Immacu-
late Conception of the Blessed Virgin Mary. Under this title Mary is the patroness of the United States of America.
Therefore, this observance is so important in our faith lives that the Church designates it as a Holy Day of Obligation for
Catholics to celebrate Mass. To fulfill your obligation for the Holy Day you must celebrate Mass on Friday evening or
one of the two Masses early on Saturday.

On Sunday, December 9th the Church celebrates the Second Sunday of Advent. To fulfill your Sunday obliga-
tion, you must celebrate Mass Saturday evening or one of the three Masses on Sunday.

Celebrating Mass Saturday morning does not fulfill your Sunday obligation. Celebrating Mass Saturday even-
ing does not fulfill your obligation for the Holy Day. One Mass cannot fulfill two obligations!

If you are participating at the 9:00 am or 12 Noon Masses on Saturday, December 8th please do not use the Pro-
fessional Building parking lot to the north of the church. The parking lot spaces there are needed by patients who have
doctors’ appointments on Saturday morning.

Today the Church observes the last Sunday of the
current liturgical year with the celebration of the Solem-
nity of Our Lord Jesus Christ, King of the Universe. To-
day’s Gospel account is not a story of Jesus enthroned in
heaven. It is the story of Jesus facing the injustice of Pi-
late’s judgement prior to his crucifixion. Jesus defined
his own kingship in terms of being one who testifies to
the truth. In imitation of Christ, we are to become bearers
of the truth that will lead us to the freedom of the Chil-
dren of God. Let us listen to God’s Word today with
gratitude to Jesus who loves us and frees us from our sins
by his blood, making us part of God’s Kingdom and a
priestly people in service of our God.

As one liturgical year comes to an end, next
weekend a new one begins as the Church observes the
Season of Advent. Our parish offers many opportunities
to observe the Advent Season. Next weekend Advent/
Christmas Reflection Books will be available in the Gath-
ering Space of the church and at the doorway to the right
of the altar. In the sanctuary will be our parish’s Advent
Wreath. At weekend Masses the Church omits the sing-
ing of the “Glory to God” and we sing our Advent hymns.
The Advent Giving Tree project is an opportunity for us
to practice works of Christian charity during the Advent
and Christmas Seasons. A prayerful observance of Ad-
vent helps make the upcoming Christmas Season more
meaningful for us and for others in the community.

Applauding at Mass

It has become cus-
tomary for us to offer an
applause at Mass as an out-
ward sign of congratulations
or as a sign of support. We do so to congratulate cou-
ples receiving a significant marriage anniversary bless-
ing, or someone receiving a blessing on a significant
birthday. We use an applause to show support when
we bless teachers, volunteers, pilgrims, veterans, etc.

Recently people have begun offering an ap-
plause after the parish choir, cantor or soloist, sings a
hymn. We are accustomed to applauding when we’re
at a concert, party, or some other occasion when some-
one sings a song to entertain us. However, it is not
appropriate for us to applaud after someone sings a
hymn in church. Why not? Well a hymn sung in
church during a Mass or liturgical service is a prayer
that is put to music. Its purpose is not to entertain us
but to offer God praise and worship. The hymn should
help us to move into a deeper level of prayer as well as
creating a greater awareness of God’s presence in our
lives. After the hymn is sung there should be quiet time
to allow the listeners to reflect on the lyrics and mes-
sage of the hymn. Applauding after a hymn interrupts
that process and distracts us from the hymn’s real pur-
poses.

Mark Newlon, the choir members and cantors
are happy to serve us with their musical talents. Their
preference is that we not applaud them after they sing a
hymn in church during Mass or other liturgy. If you
want to express your appreciation, please do so after
Mass by visiting the music area and offer your gratitude
and encouragement.

With Christmas fast approaching, we all have
things to do. There is shopping to do, gifts to wrap,
meetings with friends, family and loved ones. With all
the hustle and bustle, we don’t have time for much else.
But there is one thing that does not take much time - the
time to give blood. Recognizing that not everyone can
give blood for valid reasons, only about 5% of the popu-
lation ever donates. That is a very low number. St. Co-
lette Parish consists of about 2000 families. Anyone age
17 and over can donate and age 16 may with parental
consent. There is no upper age limit; only that you be in
good health. We especially invite those under age 40
who have never donated, please consider it for a Christ-
mas gift to someone who might otherwise die. There is
no substitute for human blood.

So this Christmas you can help St. Colette meet
our goal of 75. We need 100 appointments to meet that
goal. Our blood drive will be held on Thursday, Decem-
ber 20" from 1 until 7pm. Please mark your calendar so
you can keep that date available. Appointments can be
made at www.miblood.org or by calling 1-866-
MIBLOOD.
