Holy Thursday Foot Washing

An important part of our Holy Thursday Evening Mass of the Lord’s Supper is the observance of the ritual “The
Washing of Feet.” This ritual imitates Jesus’ Last Supper action of humility and service as he washed the feet of his disciples.
After the homily the presiding priest and others wash the feet of those present for the Mass as an outward sign of our responsi-
bility to follow Christ’s command to love one another.

In past years only a handful of Mass participants came forward for the Foot Washing. Once again this year, everyone
in church will be invited to come forward for the foot washing. Chairs will be set up in various parts of the church and when
you come forward you are asked to be seated and to remove one shoe and stocking. A small amount of water will be poured
on your foot and wiped with a towel. This will be done by Fr. Gary, the presiding celebrant, the concelebrating priests, and
members of our parish’s pastoral staff.

Though participation in the foot washing is not mandatory, hopefully as many people as possible gathered for the
Holy Thursday Mass will participate in this ancient ritual of the Church!

Holy Thursday Adoration

At the end of the Holy Thursday evening Mass the Eucharist that was not consumed at Mass remains on the altar ra-
ther than being placed in the tabernacle of the church. Then the Eucharist is carried in procession with incense and song to the
chapel located near the Social Area. There it is placed in a special tabernacle known as the repository and an atmosphere of
quiet waiting with the Lord begins. It is popular that people spend some time in prayer before midnight in the chapel.

In our church the Holy Thursday adoration begins immediately after the 7:00 pm Mass of the Lord’s Supper (at ap-
proximately 8:30 pm) and lasts until 11:00 pm. During the time of adoration everyone is invited to come to church and spend
time in quiet prayer in the chapel. A special invitation is extended to the members of the Women’s Guild and Daughters of
Isabella to participate in adoration from 9:00 — 10:00 pm and for the members of the Knights of Columbus to participate in
adoration from 10:00 — 11:00 pm.

Do You Use Low Gluten Communion Hosts?

If you are planning to receive Holy communion on Good Friday, your host must be consecrated at the Mass of the
Lord’s Supper, Holy Thursday evening, at 7:00 pm. Before Mass on Holy Thursday please notify the priest or deacon that
you need a low gluten host for Good Friday’s Liturgy and one will be prepared and consecrated for you.

Holy Saturday Blessing of Food

Over the centuries many popular customs have been associated with the observance of Holy Saturday. The blessing
of special foods for Easter is still a very popular tradition, especially among people of Eastern European ancestry. Large bas-
kets of food are brought to the church on Holy Saturday for a special blessing. Included in the basket are kielbasa (sausage),
ham, eggs, horseradish, sweet bread, butter lamb, cheese, salt, and wine. The basket is also decorated with flowers, greenery,
ribbons and pussy willows and is covered with a white linen cloth, often intricately embroidered.

According to ancient practice, the food blessed on Holy Saturday is to be saved and not eaten until Easter Sunday
morning when families “break-the-fast” and share in the Easter breakfast. At the very earliest the food may be eaten Holy
Saturday evening after the parish’s celebration of the Easter Vigil is completed and our celebration of Christ’s resurrection has
begun.

In our parish the blessing of food will take place in church at two services on Holy Saturday: at 11:00 am and 1:30 pm.

Bring a Bell to Church

If you will be participating at the Holy Thursday Mass and/or the Easter Vigil Mass you are invited to bring a bell
with you to church! At both of these Masses, during the singing of the “Glory to God,” bells are to be rung. Additional bells
will be provided prior to Mass for those who forget to bring their own.
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Pastor’s Corner

The Lenten Season ends this week on the even-
ing of Holy Thursday. From Thursday evening until
Easter Sunday evening the Church observes the Paschal
Triduum (three days). These three days are the most im-
portant days of our faith lives as we remember and cele-
brate the great events in the life of Christ that won for us
our salvation.

The observance begins with the Holy Thursday
Mass of the Lord’s Supper recalling Christ’s institution
of the Eucharist and his command for his followers to
love one another. At the Last Supper Jesus showed love
for his disciples by washing their feet; an act only a slave
would do for a master. For centuries the Church has
commemorated the Lord’s action with the ritual known
as the Washing of Feet. After the homily everyone in the
assembly gathered for Thursday’s Mass will be invited to
one of the chairs located in various parts of the church,
remove one of their shoes & stocking, and a member of
our parish’s pastoral staff will pour water on the exposed
foot and wipe the foot with a towel.

Another important part of Thursday’s ob-
servance is the transfer of the Blessed Sacrament from
the main body of the church to a special tabernacle
(called a repository) prepared in the church’s chapel
(near the social area). Thursday’s Mass ends with a pro-
cession to the chapel for adoration of the Blessed Sacra-
ment which will continue there until 11:00 pm.

Good Friday is the day we remember Christ’s
supreme sacrifice of giving up his life on the cross. The
Liturgy of the Lord’s Passion is the primary worship ex-
perience for us on this day and includes Scripture Read-
ings, Prayers of Intercession, the Veneration of the Cross
and the reception of Holy Communion. We should par-
ticipate in this service as we would for Mass: that is, in
its entirety and not come to church for only parts of it.
Of course, if your work schedule prevents complete par-
ticipation it is understandable but those who are able to
do so should participate in the entire Good Friday liturgy.
Finally, don’t forget that Good Friday is a day of fast and
abstinence. Please read the information printed else-
where in today’s bulletin or on our website for the guide-
lines regarding these disciplines.

On Holy Saturday we await the celebration of
the Lord’s resurrection in prayer and fasting. The fasting
(or at least the abstinence from eating meat) that we be-
gan on Good Friday should be continued on Holy Satur-
day. This is a fast of anticipation, similar to our fasting
from food for one hour prior to receiving Holy Commun-
ion. Our sacrifice is a way to prepare for the celebration
of Easter that begins on Saturday evening with the Easter
Vigil Mass, the most important Mass of the year! Be-
cause this Mass includes the blessing of the new Easter
fire and candle, a multitude of Scripture Readings, the
celebration of Baptism and Confirmation and sharing in

Holy Communion, it takes about two hours to celebrate.
Yet, since this Mass is so rich and meaningful the time
truly goes by very quickly.

One of the sad realities of our faith is that most
Catholics do not participate in the rituals of the Paschal
Triduum. Many come to church on Palm and Easter
Sundays with little or no participation in the days in be-
tween. Though it is not mandatory for us to participate
in the liturgies of the Paschal Triduum, the Church as-
sumes everyone would want to join in the observance.
Don’t let these days and celebrations skip by and be like
every other day of your weekly schedule. Please make
the sacrifice and spend some quality time in church on
every one of these very important days of our faith lives.

On behalf of all the members of our parish staff
we look forward to celebrating with you this year’s Pas-
chal Triduum and the upcoming Easter Season.

Good Friday & Holy Saturday

Regulations on Fasting and Abstinence

Since Lent ends on Holy Thursday evening, the
Paschal Fast we keep on Good Friday and Holy Satur-
day is not the penitential Lenten Fast. It is meant to be a
joyful fast of anticipation of Easter, and, most especial-
ly, to the baptisms at the Easter Vigil.

Good Friday is a day of total fast and absti-
nence. It is recommended that we maintain abstinence
(and fasting if possible) on Holy Saturday until the East-
er Vigil.

The law of fasting binds persons from the com-
pletion of their 18th year to the beginning of their 60th
year. Fasting allows only one full meal during the day,
but does not prohibit taking some food in the morning
and evening (the order of meals is optional). The quan-
tity of food taken at the two lesser meals should not ex-
ceed the quantity of the full meal. No food is to be eat-
en between meals. Drinking ordinary liquids does not
break the fast.

The law of abstinence binds persons from the
completion of their 14th year — from the day after their
14th birthday — throughout life. The law of abstinence
forbids the eating of meat. Permissible are soups, meat
gravy and sauces flavored with meat. In other words, on
Good Friday Catholics of the above mentioned ages are
to abstain from eating meat, eat only one full meal and
two lesser meals, and not eat between meals. Ideally we
should strive to do the same (or at least the abstinence
from meat) on Holy Saturday as well.

The laws of fasting and abstinence are binding
only to those in good health. For more information
about these regulations, call the Archdiocesan Office of
Christian Worship at 313-237-5934.

Seasonal Information

What do I do with my old palm branches? If you
didn’t bring them to church prior to Ash Wednesday
there are two things you can do. One is to burn the
palms. The other is to cut the palms into small pieces
and bury them in your garden.

When does Lent end? Lent ends on the evening of
Holy Thursday when parishes celebrate the Mass of the
Lord’s Supper. Most parishes celebrate this Mass at
7:00 or 7:30 pm. With this Mass the Church begins the
Paschal Triduum, also known as the Easter Triduum.
The word triduum means three days and they are count-
ed from evening to evening: Holy Thursday to Good
Friday, Good Friday to Holy Saturday, Holy Saturday to
Easter Sunday evenings. The Easter Season begins
Easter Sunday evening and lasts for fifty days until Pen-
tecost Sunday.

If Lent ends on Holy Thursday, can I start eating/
drinking things I gave up for Lent? Technically, the
answer is yes. However, we are highly encouraged to
continue our abstinence until we begin our celebration
of Easter; either after the Easter Vigil Mass or after our
Easter Sunday Mass. This is not a penitential Lenten
fast but a joyful fasting of anticipation similar to the one
hour fast of food/drink prior to our reception of Holy
Communion at every Mass.

What is a Holy Thursday pilgrimage? A very old
custom is to visit a number of local churches the even-
ing of Holy Thursday after the Mass of the Lord’s Sup-
per. After the Mass all churches have a designated
chapel where the Blessed Sacrament is reserved in a
special tabernacle called a repository. People gather in
the chapel for private adoration until 11:00 pm or mid-
night. The number of churches that are visited depends
on the amount of time one has to participate in the pil-
grimage.

If Mass is not celebrated on Good Friday how do we
get Holy Communion during the Good Friday ser-
vice? The consecrated hosts distributed on Good
Friday are hosts that were consecrated on the previous
day at the Mass of the Lord’s Supper. It is the ancient
practice of the Church that Mass is not celebrated on
Good Friday.

Why can’t a Funeral Mass be celebrated during the
Paschal Triduum? Besides not celebrating Mass on
Good Friday, the only Masses allowed on Holy Thurs-
day and Holy Saturday are the Mass of the Lord’s Sup-
per and the Easter Vigil Mass. The reasoning is to cre-
ate a better appreciation of these two celebrations. In
the event of a funeral during the Triduum a Funeral
Without Mass can be celebrated in church or at a funeral
home. It is not funerals that are forbidden during the
Triduum but the celebration of Funeral Masses.
