GOOD FRIDAY IS A DAY OF FASTING

What is required?

Fasting means having only one full meal to maintain one’s strength.
Two smaller meat-less meals are permitted according to one’s needs,
but they should not equal the one full meal. Eating solid foods between
meals is not pemmitted, however, the drinking of ordinary liquids does
not break the fast.

Who is required to fast?

Persons 18-60 years old in good health. Individuals who are pregnant
or who suffer from on ongoing, weakening condition such as diabetes
are not required to fast.

The Passion, Crucifixion & Death of Jesus
According to St. John
Friday, April 19th

Scope: In John's Gospel, Jesus is very much in
control of the trial. Pilate seems overwhelmed by the
presence of Christ. Pilate has him scourged in hopes
of appeasing the crowds, but it doesn't work. Pilate has
a long conversation with Jesus, but finally hands Jesus
over to have him crucified. In John's Gospel, Jesus
dies the day before Passover. Jesus is condemned to
die at noon. (The same time the sheep are being
slaughtered in the Temple for the Passover meal -
Jesus becomes the NEW lamb of God). We will
examine the details of the crucifixion and burial of
Jesus and how they differ from the Synoptic accounts.
Very fascinating material!

Please do not fall for this ploy. Father would never
email a request such as this! Ignore all such requests
or check with the parish office.

Today, St. Luke the evangelist
indicates in his processional Gospel
that Christ directs two of His disciples
to go into the village and bring Him a
tethered colt, and they carry out His
command without reservation. On
this colt, Jesus humbly and triumphantly enters
Jerusalem. But when the crowds gathered leam that
Jesus is not a military leader who will deliver them from
Roman oppression, Christ's triumph soon tums to
betrayal, scourging, and death, as described in St.
Luke’s passion account. Do we, as faithful stewards,
respond to our Lord’s invitation to serve Him through
our God-given gifts of time, skills, and financial
resources? Are we open to sharing these gifts with our
parish community, the Archdiocese of Detroit, and our
neighbors in need? In a spirit of evangelization, do we
use these talents to spread Christ’s “Good News” to
those we meet? Craft a cross with today’s blessed
palm leaves or place them behind a crucifix or religious
picture at your home as a reminder of Jesus’
tremendous gift of salvation made available to us.
