Who am | to Judge?

Throughout Sacred Scripture we generally
read about sin and its consequences in general
terms. In today’s Gospel reading, Jesus speaks
to us about the sin a brother or sister in Christ
commits against us personally. Just as in civil
and criminal law there is due process to assure
that justice is done, Jesus explains the due
process when sin is committed against one of us
asmembers of a Christian community.

The greatest and most offensive effects of
sin is the rupture it creates in our relationship
with God, and with each other. The ultimate
goal of the process as described by Jesus in
today’s reading from St. Matthew’s Gospel is
reconciliation — that the offender is reconciled
with God and with the Christian community of
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which the offender is a member. The goal is
to restore the sinner to spiritual health, and
to welcome himor herback to the community.

It is important to note that we are called not
to gossip or sulk about the offender, but to
confront the offender— to provide fraternal
correction of the offender, and to work with
him or her in his or her struggle against the
sin. This is done, firstly, very privately and
confidentially between the offended and the
offender. If that does not work, then the
offended takes two or three witnesses with
him or her to confront the offender according
to Jewish law, (Deuteronomy 19:15). The
Jewish law requires witnesses to testify to the
offense itself, whereas Jesus requires us to
have two or three witnesses to testify to the
fact that the intervention of the fallen brother
or sister took place. If that doesn’t work, than
the offender is brought before the whole
community. Jesus then tells us that the final
step, if the individual refuses to correct his or
her ways, is to treat the person as if he or she
were outside the community — treat him or
her as a non-believer.

Discipline is not a very popular part of our
society today. “Live and let live” seems to be
the current mantra. We often hear, “Who am
| to judge?” Jesus makes it very clear in
today’s gospel reading that we are to judge
