A friend was sharing her sadness over the fact that their youngest son had just gone off to college.  Their daughter 

had been in college for two years, and this couple was about to embark upon that phenomenon we affec�onately 

refer to as, ‘the empty nest.’  As my friend and I talked, I realized the extraordinary ironies that work on us as we 

prepare for that profound change in our lives, and what actually occurs when it happens. �

When our kids are young, the house is typically full of something teetering between excitement and complete 

chaos.  Our lives are not our own.  Our personal dreams and ambi�ons, our hobbies and our schedules are 

handed over to the labor and delivery nurse when that baby is laid in our arms for the first �me.  ‘We’ll get back to it,’ we 

lament, a�er the kids are a ‘liBle older.’  In the ensuing years, we dream of that day of emancipa�on; freedom to spend �me 

doing something other than cooking, cleaning, taxiing, and refereeing.  If we’re fortunate, we sneak away for a rare weekend by 

ourselves with visions of raucous partying and kid�like behavior. We all know, of course, what really happens; as we sit pre�

occupied, watching our cell phones and wondering whether some cataclysmic event has consumed our kids.  That’s the first 

sign that we’re probably not ready for the empty nest. �

�

Have you ever watched a bird build a nest?  We have a large pine tree in our yard, and it’s a favorite home to many birds.  

Before momma bird takes up roost, the nest is painstakingly built to just the right propor�ons, piece�by�me�culous�piece.  It’s 

finished just in �me for the baby birds to arrive, and from there they are fed, nurtured, and protected.  Try going near a nest 

full of baby birds and you’ll know what I mean.  Once they are grown and can fly, they leave the nest, and when the last baby 

bird has le�, so too does the mother. The nest is le� empty.  The job of the nest and of the parents is done.  The parents move 

on, and when the next big gust of wind comes along, you’ll find the nest on the ground ready to be discarded.  �

It’s a bit sad, I think, and I have a feeling that this image is what makes it so hard for us to let go of our 

kids when the �me comes for them to build their own nest.  Unlike birds, we can’t wait for our kids to 

leave the nest; but when they do, we mourn the silence.  �

�

It might help to realize that God understands this contradic�on in our lives.  When we come into this 

world, we leave God’s nest, and like us, God can only stand back and pray that his children will make 

the choice to return to the nest someday.  Like God, we have to let go, but we have to do so in faith, 

hope, and trust in the One from whose nest we came and will one day return. �
