 Usually on this 4

th

 Sunday of Easter, Good Shepherd Sunday, pastors preach about the 

importance of listening to the voice of the Pastor. So we would talk about the importance of paying 

attention to the voice of our God speaking to us in the very depths of our being. We would talk 

about God communicating to us through people and situations and Scripture and the Church��and 

even through people we don’t necessarily like or respect. And I usually talk about how so many 

other voices are also speaking to us��voices which can drown out the One we should be listening to 

above all others…and how challenging all of this can be! And so I would encourage folks to reflect 

on what it means to be a good listener when it comes to the things of God, and how that is crucial 

to being a good sheep, a good follower of Jesus Christ. All good stuff. �

But today I want us to take a step back. You see, everything I just said presupposes one thing: Do 

we truly believe THAT God is speaking? In other words, is there even a voice to be heard? Many 

critics of organized religion argue that “believers” are simply deluding themselves into accepting 

the idea of God (or gods). They argue that people of faith WANT there to be a God, and WANT to 

believe that this God cares about them and has an active role in their lives. And so we (believers) 

start putting misguided trust in sacred texts, rituals, prayers and such in order to bring us 

consolation and peace. This is part of their argument. And we shouldn’t dismiss it too easily. �

You see, if we were on the outside looking in, we might feel the very same way. (In reality, we do 

this all the time whenever we quickly dismiss or mock some thought or belief that doesn’t match 

our own!) To NOT wonder about these things (in my estimation) is intellectual dishonesty��a 

refusal to embrace the mystery of faith. Yes, these are tough questions; they are not easily 

answered. Yet, the way we try to answer them makes all the difference in the world. Do we truly 

believe that God is speaking? And if so, to what degree? �

Imagine for a second that we do believe in a SUPREME REALITY, some sort of God but that 

this God is SILENT, not interested in self�communicating. What might that lead to?...A life of little 

meaning? No reason to contemplate the big questions? No shared sense of right and wrong among 

human beings? A feeling of being lost? Sacred texts which are just words? A Jesus who is simply a 

man and nothing else?! �

And that’s where true Christian hope comes in. You see, our lives as Christians are empty if we 

don’t believe that God is continually revealing himself to us, communicating his very life and being 

to those open to his grace. Everything we believe is known to us only through God’s revealing 

himself through creation, through history, through the Church, and perfectly through the person of 

Jesus Christ��God in the flesh. Each of our lives says something about God, rather, reveals 

something “said” by God. The spiritual journey involves believing that truth and wrestling with the 

implications of it every single day. And that’s difficult (especially for the person who needs a black 

and white world). �

And so we don’t accept these things because we “know” them to be true. We embrace them 

because we choose to respond to a longing within us, a tug of the mind that leads us to a life of 

meaning, hope and joy��to a life of faith. That’s right. We CHOOSE to believe even in the face of 

voices encouraging us not to. So, today we ask for the strength to say “no” to the idea of a silent 

God; we ask for the grace to remain a hopeful people, a people of true and abiding faith��intent on 

hearing God’s voice wherever and in whomever we find it. �

The Good Shepherd is speaking! May our belief in that truth come across loud and clear.�
