Thank God for technology! One of the great benefits of the technological age we are living in is the 

ability to compare prices. A person who has a smart phone can quickly find the lowest price for just 

about any item he or she wants to purchase. Of course, it wasn’t always this way. In the “old days” a 

person had to actually drive from store to store to compare prices and, consequently, many people 

simply chose to buy the item in the first store they came to (provided the price seemed reasonable)! �

But that’s all changed. And as a result, I find more and more people using their phones to find the 

absolute lowest price for just about anything and everything�down to the penny. For example, we all 

probably know people who will search on their phones and then drive five miles to save a buck or two 

at the gas pump. It’s just so easy to do. The other thing, of course, is that virtually everything can be 

shipped directly to our homes, so it doesn’t even matter how far away a store might be. (Naturally, this 

makes things hyper�competitive for retailers, resulting in many businesses being unable to compete 

with the giants who can undersell just about everyone else.) �

All of this makes perfect sense for people who struggle to make ends meet, people who don’t have 

much disposable income and therefore have to watch their spending carefully. In other words, if 

resources are quite limited, then the price one has to pay is of the utmost importance. However, it’s 

not just those who have relatively little who try to get the lowest price for the things we purchase. 

Those who are relatively well�off often do the same, those of us whose lives will not be enhanced one 

iota by saving a few bucks here and there. �

“Can you drink the cup that I drink…?” At Mass, we heard a Gospel passage (cf. Mark 10:35�45) 

that can be quite challenging. In it we hear James and John “jockeying for position” in the kingdom�

one wanting to be at Jesus’ left and one at his right. That sort of language sounds a little dated to 

modern ears but what they are wondering about is their “place” in the kingdom, their status, the 

relative importance they will hold in this new world order. In other words, they still saw this new age 

that Jesus was ushering in as following the same constructs of the old way they were used to. It’s as if 

they were wondering, “Now that we have an “in”�what’s in it for us?” �

Of course, Jesus would have none of it, and he lays out for them the cold hard truth. “Hey guys, so

Can you drink the cup that I 

drink…?” Answer carefully. There might be nothing in Christianity 

more difficult to embrace than those words. You might argue 

otherwise. The Incarnation surely must be more difficult to embrace. 

Surely the atonement, surely the resurrection, surely the Trinity�

those all must be more difficult to embrace, no? �

Not really. Profound? Yes. Incredible? Absolutely. Hard to wrap 

our minds around?  Without a doubt. But none of those things 

demand anything truly specific from us. Being a servant of all? 

Drinking the same cup as Jesus? That’s tangible. That demands 

that we think a certain way, and see others a certain way, and act a 

certain way.  And that will almost always be more difficult than 

believing particular statements of faith, dogmas, doctrines. �

If we ever find ourselves wondering what our faith “costs”, the 

story we heard lays it out pretty clearly. It costs everything! There 

isn’t a cheaper price out there. There isn’t an easier way. Do we 

want to give, but only in small doses? Do we want to love, but not 

that deeply? Do we want to forgive, but not for the really bad stuff? 

My friends, let’s stop searching for the lowest price when it comes 

to Jesus. Rather, let’s pledge to embrace the way of life that costs 

us the most, the only way of life truly worth living. �
