THE FEAST OF ST. BLAISE | by Sr. Barbara Rund, OP�

The feast of St. Blaise is celebrated by the Church on 

February 3.  St. Blaise lived in the fourth century and was 

a physician, bishop and martyr.  While he was in prison 

wai�ng to be executed, one of the prisoners began 

choking to death on a fish bone which was stuck in his 

throat.  The choking prisoner was a boy and St. Blaise 

cured him.  Due to this cure and to others, St. Blaise is 

remembered as a helper of throat ailments.  St. Blaise 

was martyred by beheading in 316 AD.�

� �

In the eighth century, the Church began blessing throats 

in honor of St. Blaise.  Two candles were joined together 

by red ribbon in the form of a cross and held under the 

chin of each person as they were blessed.  This custom is 

the best known and has been used by the Church for 

centuries.  However, there were two other customs used 

on this day, the blessing of breads�cks and oil.  

Breads�cks were blessed and sent home for family use.  

When someone had a sore throat a li7le bit of the bread 

s�ck was eaten to alleviate the discomfort.  Oil was 

blessed and sent home for family use when someone 

was ill or had a sore throat.  It is clear from these 

prac�ces that the Church has been and con�nues to be 

concerned for those ill.�

�

Today throats may be blest by a priest, deacon or lay 

minister.  According to the Book of Blessings, “The 

blessing may be given by touching the throat of each 

person with two candles blessed on the feast of the 

Presenta5on of the Lord (February 2) and which have 

been joined together in the form of a cross” (p. 692, par. 

1627).”  �

�

The prayer of blessing on the feast of St. Blaise is a sign 

of our faith in God’s protec�on and love for us and for 

the sick: “Through the intercession of St. Blaise, bishop 

and martyr, may God deliver you from every disease of 

the throat and from every other illness: In the name of 

the Father, and of the Son, + and of the Holy Spirit. 

Amen” (Book of Blessings, p. 694, par. 1633).�

�

As bap�zed members of the Church, we have a duty and 

a responsibility toward the sick.  There are many ways 

that we can help the sick: arranging a visit, remembering 

them in our prayers, bringing communion, contac�ng 

them by phone and other gestures that speak of 

affec�on and faith.  We are called to reach out and visit 

those persons we know who are sick.  During the visit, 

our presence conveys that we care about them as 

persons; and by listening to them, we communicate the 

aHtude that they count.�
