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FORTY DAYS OF LENT | by Sr. Barbara Rund, OP

The number forty in the Scriptures is

usually associated with an
opportunity  for people to
experience  God’s  transforming
power. In the Liturgical Year, the

Season of Lent provides forty days
as a time of retreat to reflect upon
our lives and to become more like
Christ. The Gospel for Ash
Wednesday offered three tools for
us to use during Lent: almsgiving or
charity, prayer and fasting. Lent is
our opportunity to use these tools
to foster transformation in our lives.

Lent is forty days, so let’s begin by
reflecting on the number forty. In
the Scriptures, the use of forty days
or forty years is usually about a
critical situation in life. Below are
some examples:

. Israel wandered in the desert for
forty years, which was long
enough for a generation to die
(Num. 32:13).

. Noah's flood lasted forty days
(Gen 7:17).

. lIsaac was forty years old at
marriage (Gen. 25:20).

Christ’s was tempted for forty
days (Luke 4:1,2).

It took forty days for Israel to
embalm a body (Gen. 50:2,3).

Moses was on Mt. Sinai for forty
days (Ex. 24:18).

Moses sent spies to explore
Canaan (the Promised Land),
and they returned after forty
days (Num. 13:25).

Moses prayed for forty days
(Deut. 9:25-29).

Elijah fasted for forty days (1
Kings 19:2,8).

Nineveh was on probation for
forty days (Jonah 3:4).

King Saul, King David and King
Solomon each reigned for forty
years (Acts 13:21, 1 Kings 2:11
and 11:42).

Christ’'s  ministry after His
resurrection lasted for forty
days (Acts 1:3).

Today’s gospel for the First Sunday
of Lent speaks about Jesus in the
desert for forty days. Jesus is
reliving the life of Israel. Israel came
through the Red Sea and was tested
and tempted for forty years in the
desert. Jesus came through the
waters of baptism and was tested
and tempted for forty days in the
desert. Jesus experienced the same
temptations that Israel faced, yet
Jesus resisted the devil. During
these forty days of Lent, we can

resist our temptations through
prayer, fasting and charity
(almsgiving).

In the Preface for the First Sunday of
Lent we prayed: “By abstaining forty
long days from earthly food, he
consecrated through his fast the
pattern of our Lenten observance
and, by overturning all the snares of
the ancient serpent, taught us to
cast out the leaven of malice, so
that, celebrating worthily  the
paschal Mystery, we might pass
over at last to the eternal paschal
feast” (2011 Roman Missal p80).

SOUTH STAIRCASE CONSTRUCTION UPDATE

Despite the weather, we have made good progress since
January on the Church south entrance construction
project. After the demolition of the old stairway in late
December, needed repairs have been made to the stone
wall, existing drainage issues have been addressed, and
the snow melt system boiler has been installed. Over the
last several weeks the snow melt system tubing has been
installed for the stairway and the stairway forms have
been installed. The concrete for the stairway may be
poured within the next week, especially with warmer
weather forecasted.

After the stairway concrete is poured, the focus will turn
to the south walkway leading from the parking lot to the
stairway: demolition, snowmelt tubing installation,
concrete pouring. Due to unpredictable March weather,
it is difficult to forecast the exact completion date for
the south entrance, but it may be soon. We thank you
again for your understanding and patience as we enter
the final stages of this important project.
