ST. JOSEPH IN THE GOSPEL OF
LUKE

Last week, our focus was on Joseph
in the Gospel of Matthew. We

discovered that Joseph was the Son §

of David, a just man, the legal
husband of Mary, the father and
protector of Jesus, God
communicates with Joseph through
his dreams, and a carpenter of
Nazareth. Matthew highlights Joseph
and his mission.

The Gospel of Luke is the first part of
a two-volume work. The second part
is the Acts of the Apostles. The
purpose of Luke’s writing is to teach
Theophilus and other readers, that
Jesus is the one who has fulfilled the
Old Testament promises. Luke
recognizes that the salvation given to
Israel is extended to the Gentiles. He
writes in the style of the Greeks,
which is appealing to the Greeks and
Romans of his time. He
acknowledges the “eyewitnesses
from the beginning and ministers of
the word”, who provided earlier
accounts (Lk 1:2). However, Luke
clearly states his account is accurate:
“l too have decided, after
investigating everything accurately
anew, to write it down in an orderly
sequence for you ... so that you may
realize the certainty of the teachings
you have received” (Lk 1:3-4).

The first two chapters of Luke’s
Gospel presents parallels between
John the Baptist and Jesus. The
announcements of the angel to
Zechariah about John, and the
announcement to Mary about Jesus
(1:5-38).  The visitation between
Mary and Elizabeth who are both
pregnant (1:39-56). The birth and
circumcisions of John and Jesus (1:57
-80, 2:1-40). John’s mission is to
prepare the way for Jesus, and Jesus’

mission is to be the Messiah. John is
the transition from the Old
Testament to Jesus.

The Gospel of Luke presents Mary’s
role, while Joseph is more a
supporting role. Joseph is Mary’s
betrothed, a pious Jew, who is the
Davidic and protective father of
Jesus. Luke says: “In the sixth month
the angel Gabriel was sent by God to
a town in Galilee called Nazareth, to
a virgin engaged to a man whose
name was Joseph, of the hours of
David. The virgin’s name was
Mary” (Lk 1:26-27.

Luke provides passages about Joseph

not found in Mathew, for example:

e The census: "Joseph also went
from the town of Nazareth in
Galilee to Judea, to the city of
David called Bethlehem, because
he was descended from the
house and family of David" (Lk
2:4).

e The visit of the shepherds: “So
they went with haste and found
Mary and Joseph, and the child
lying in the manger. When they
saw this, they made known the
message that had been told them
about this child" (Lk 2:1617)

e The presentation in the temple
and the words of Simeon: "And
the child's father and mother
were amazed at what was being
said about him" (Lk 2:33).

e The finding the twelve-year-old
Jesus in the temple: "When his
parents saw him, they were
astonished; and his mother said
to him, "Child, why have you
treated us like this? Look, your
father and | have been searching
for you in great anxiety." He said
to them, "Why were you
searching for me? Did you not
know that | must be in my
Father's house?" (Lk 2:48-49).

In Luke, Mary and Joseph are
referred to as parents, and Mary
refers to Joseph as father. Both
listen to the angel’s instructions, take
Jesus to the temple for the
circumcision and naming, fulfill the
law of Moses and temple rites, at
times did not understand their child,
and they worry and are fearful about
a lost child in the city of Jerusalem.
In fact, they looked for Jesus for
three-days, it is not difficult to
understand their distress. Luke
shows in his Gospel the obedience
that Mary and Joseph have to God,
and to their religious obligations as
parents.

Family Mission Direct and Mission
Support Structures

by Archdiocese of Detroit

St. Hugo of the Hills Parish is part of
the Family with St. Thomas More,
Sacred Heart, and St. Damian
Parishes. Our family is in a Multiple
Family-Pastors model of governance,
which means the priests assigned to
the Family as equals within a team,
with the Moderator (Fr. Mark Brauer)
being the first among them and
bearing responsibility for the judicial
acts of the parishes under the team’s
care.

As Fr. Mark and the priests begins to
form our Family, there will be five

new Family Mission Directors
(Discipleship Formation,
Engagement, Evangelical Charity,

Family Ministries, and Worship) and
one Family Mission Support Director
position. These new positions will
empower the laity to do more for
their parishes and remove some of
the burden of administration from
the clergy (Unleash the Gospel Action
Step 2.3.5c¢).

The Family Mission Direct structure

will have three levels.

e First Level — DIRECTOR: It is
envisioned that each of the five
key ministries will be led by a
Director. Directors will oversee
all  functions and ministries
associated with their particular
areas of ministry. Director
positions  will ordinarily be
classified as full-time and

Families, will report to
Moderators and One Pastors.

e Second Level — COORDINATOR:
Coordinators will be responsible
for overseeing ministries at the
parish level. They will report to
the Directors of their particular
areas of ministry. Coordinators
can be full-time, part-time, or
trained volunteers, depending on
the resources and needs of each
parish.

e Third Level - SUBJECT MATTER
EXPERT: Subject Matter Experts
exercise specific ministries, e.g.
catechists, lectors, marriage
preparation team members, food
pantry workers, etc., under the
leadership of the Coordinator for
their particular ministries.

The Family Mission Support structure
will consist of the Family Mission
Support Director and the Family
Mission Support Team and will
usually be comprised of existing
personnel from each of the parishes
in the Family. The Mission Support

Team encompasses, but is not
limited to: Finance, Accounting,
Human Resources, Information
Technology, and Facility

Maintenance. This is planned as a
restructure of existing personnel as
opposed to an added level of
management.

The Family Mission Support Director
reports to the Moderator and will
also serve as one of the Business
Manager positions within the Family
of Parishes. This is not an

incremental position. All other
Business Managers and Mission
Support staff report to the Family
Mission Support Director.

The Mission Support Team serves all
parishes within each Family. This
team approach enables consistency
of business processes among
parishes, resulting in more efficient
work. There may be opportunities to
reduce staffing due to consistent
work practices. This does not
necessarily mean that people will
lose their jobs, though it is possible
that they may need to take on new
roles.  This team approach also
provides opportunities for
centralized procurement of goods
and services which should reduce
overall costs, including in areas such
as office supplies and equipment,

snow removal, landscaping, etc.
Driving commonality in business
practices across parishes is a

significant opportunity and will be a
focus of Families of Parishes in the
Archdiocese of Detroit. Although
commonality is an opportunity,
parishes will continue to remain
responsible for their own financial
viability and overall operations with
assistance from Family Mission
Support Teams.

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AOD COVID GUIDELINES | UPDATE

p > Archbishop Vigneron has approved the following revised guidelines for parishes. These new
E < guidelines will take effect on Monday, June 28, 2021.
As Michigan returns to a more normal lifestyle, COVID-19 related liturgical protocols could be

retained by local pastors. Pastors should be conscious that any protocols they retain should be
EHDIOCELE OF seen as extraordinary measures for extraordinary times. Parishes/Families of Parishes should
DETROIT create a timeline as to when any of their parish/family protocols will expire.

e The Archdiocesan-wide directive to wear face-coverings and social distance has expired. Each pastor/in
Solidum team should establish a protocol for their parish(es)/Family of Parishes based upon local conditions (eg., a
pastor/team may: establish an area where social distance continues to be observed, direct the return of choirs,
institute the resumption of the presentation of gifts, retain sanitization/face covering surrounding the distribution of
Holy Communion).

e Areminder that clergy may, if they wish, continue to use separate Chalices or to receive the Precious Blood by
intinction.

e Itis recommended, at the present time, that parishes refrain from distributing Holy Communion from the Chalice to
the faithful (except for bride and groom on their wedding day). The faithful can be reminded that in receiving the
Sacred Host, they are also receiving the Blood of the living Christ.

e Parishes should have signage indicating any local parish COVID protocols. This is especially helpful for visitors.

e Parishes should look to the Department of Catholic Schools for particular guidance regarding youth athletics and
school activities.

e Parishes should look to the Department of Human Resources for workplace guidance (requirements for parish
offices, etc.).

These liturgical directives replace all previously issued liturgical directives related to COVID-19.

Stewardship Thoughts — July 17/18,

2021

Today’s Scripture readings present the theme of the Good Shepherd. The prophet Jeremiah warns those shepherds
who mislead and scatter the flock that their evil deeds will not go unpunished. He prophesies about Jesus, the Good
Shepherd, who God will lift up as a righteous shoot from David’s line. St. Paul, in his Letter to the Ephesians, reminds us
how, through Christ, we are brought together in Him. In St. Mark’s Gospel, Jesus shows compassion by taking pity on
the crowd, the lost sheep, and begins to teach them many things. How can we seek a deeper relationship with Christ,
the Good Shepherd? Do we, in love and a spirit of evangelization, encourage our brothers and sisters who have left the
faith to reopen their hearts to Jesus — to allow Him personally into their lives? Begin by asking them to attend Alpha or
another evangelization series at your parish.
