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What do you want from God?   In �

I Kings 3:1�15, King Solomon had 

asked God in prayer for the gi  of 

wisdom.  What he means by wisdom 

is placing the highest value on a right 

rela%onship with God.�

Solomon was a powerful king.  He 

could have anything the world has to 

offer.  But he knows what he needs 

most of all.  Solomon has a checklist 

of the things he compares to wisdom; 

none of them comes even close.   �

• Scepter and throne cannot 

compete�

• Wealth and riches amount to 

nothing next to wisdom�

• Gold he says looks like specks of 

sand when placed next to 

wisdom.�

Solomon values wisdom over health, 

material possessions, money, and 

good looks.  He realized the brilliance 

of wisdom surpasses light itself 

because the light of wisdom never 

fades.�

But here is the best part � with 

wisdom as his partner Solomon 

received all the rest anyway.  He 

seems to be saying that a RIGHT 

RELATIONSHIP  with  GOD makes us 

more a,une to all the gi s we enjoy 

in life.  And that is just for starters.  If 

we were to take %me to read the rest 

of the Book of Wisdom, we would 

discover that wisdom leads to the 

great gi  of eternal life.  Now we 

know why wisdom was the one thing 

Solomon wanted most from God.�

In Mathew’s Gospel 19:16�22, we 

meet someone else who is 

impressive � as Jesus sets out on a 

journey � always a clue that we are 

about to get a big lesson on the 

journey of faith � a man rushes up to 

him with an urgent ques%on.  “What 

must I do to gain eternal life?  He 

seems confident in asking this 

ques%on.  We discover why as the 

account con%nues.�

Jesus rehearses the Ten 

Commandments with him.  Fidelity to 

the Ten Commandments is the 

tradi%onal measure of worthiness 

before God.  When Jesus reaches the 

end of the list the man announces 

with confidence that he has observed 

every one of the commands since he 

was a boy.  What will Jesus say next?   �

Will he declare the man worthy to 

inherit eternal life?  But Jesus knows 

there is s%ll one obstacle in the man’s 

life that may interfere with his 

journey to heaven.  His has 

a,achments to things of this world.  

If he can set them aside and give 

them to the poor, then he will have 

the “treasure in heaven” he so 

desires.�

The disciples were astonished.  They 

wonder if anyone could measure up 

to such a standard.  But Jesus will not 

lower the standard.  He con%nues 

with the famous line “It’s easier for a 

camel to pass through the eye of a 

needle than for one who is rich to 

enter the kingdom of God.  �

A,achment to the things of this 

world blinds us to the things of 

heaven.  But pu=ng the things of 

God first places all the rest in proper 

perspec%ve.  No one who has given 

up things of this world will be poor in 

the age to come.�

And image from the Hebrews 4:12 

may be of help:  Hebrews tells us God 

Word is the sharpest of swords 

cu=ng right through to the 

innermost part of us.  So, allow God’s 

Word to cut away at the 

interferences with the journey of 

faith.  The man in the gospel went 

away sad.  Perhaps he was already 

thinking about how much it would 

hurt to let go of his material wealth 

but also how much it was worth it to 

gain eternal life.�

This  week,  a  member  of  the  parish 

asked me  about  the  Second  Va�can 

Council.  We talked for a while, and I 

realized  that  it  has  been  almost  60 

years since the Council began.  I was 

in  high  school  at  the  �me  of  the 

Council, and I remember reading the 

newspaper  and  watching  TV  to 

prepare  for  my  religion  classes.  

Va�can II was the first Council of the 

Church  to  have  TV  and  news 

coverage.    It was an exci�ng �me to 

see  and  learn  what  the  Council 

fathers  were  discussing.    It  was  a 

�me of renewal and change.  �

�

It all began with Pope Saint John XXIII 

who  was  born  on  November  25, 

1881,  in  Italy  and  named  Angelo 

Giuseppe  Roncalli.    He  was  from  a 

large family of thirteen children, and 

he  was  the  fourth  oldest.    On 

October 28, 1958, at age 76 a5er 11 

ballots,  he was  elected  pope.    A5er 

the  first  session  of  Va�can  II,  John 

XXIII  died  on  June  3,  1963.    He was 

canonized  as  a  saint  on  April  27, 

2014, and his feast day is October 11.�

�

Pope  Saint  John  XXIII  made  the 

unpredicted  announcement  that  he 

planned to convoke the Twenty�First 

Ecumenical  Council  be:er  known  as 

Va�can  II.   The announcement came 

three  months  a5er  he  was  named 

Pope on  January  25,  1959.    It was  a 

surprise to the whole church.�

�

The  intent  of  Pope  Saint  John  XXIII 

was  for  the  Church  to  reflect  upon 

the “signs of the �mes” and con�nue 

the  work  of  Va�can  I  (1869�1870).  

The work of the First Va�can Council 

was  interrupted  by  the  Franco�

Prussian War and the invasion of the 

Papal  States.    He  said:  “What is 

needed at the present �me is a new 

enthusiasm, a new joy and serenity of 

mind in the unreserved acceptance 

by all of the en�re Chris�an faith, 

without forfei�ng that accuracy and 

precision in its presenta�on which 

characterized the proceedings of the 

Council of Trent and the First Va�can 

Council. What is needed, and what 

everyone imbued with a truly 

Chris�an, Catholic, and apostolic 

spirit craves today, is that this 

doctrine shall be more widely known, 

more deeply understood, and more 

penetra�ng in its effects”  (Roncalli, 

Angelo Giuseppe, "Opening address", 

Council, Rome, IT.)�

A5er  four  years  of  prepara�on, 

Va�can  II  took  place  over  the  next 

four�year  period  from  1962  through 

1965.    Each  of  the  four  sessions  of 

the  Council  began  in  the  fall  of  the 

year,  and  there  were  over  2,500 

bishops  par�cipa�ng,  coming  from 

every  con�nent.    Each  bishop  could 

bring a  theologian or expert of  their 

choice, this added approximately 480 

theologians  and  experts  to  the 

number  of  people  present.    Also, 

members  of  other  Chris�an 

denomina�on  were  invited  to  the 

Council as observers.  The diversity of 

the  those  present  at  the  Council 

manifested  the  new  expressions  of 

dialogue  that  has  influenced  the 

Sixteen  Va�can  documents 

themselves.    It  is  interes�ng  to note 

that  at  Va�can  I  there  were  only 

about 737 par�cipants.�

�

Catholic  School  governance  models  available  to  the 

Families:�

1. Op�on  A1:  Moderator  with  a  School  Advisory 

Commi!ee�

2. Op�on  A2:  Moderator  with  a  Board  of  Specified 

Jurisdic�on�

3. Op�on B: Corporate/Fiduciary Board of Trustees�

This week our focus will be on Op�on A1.�

�

Op4on  A1:  Moderator  with  a  School  Advisory 

Commi7ee�

The Moderator has authority over the school and enjoys 

the  support  and  advice  of  the  School  Advisory 

Commi!ee.  The  School  Advisory  Commi!ee  (SAC) 

ideally consists of representa�ves with diverse skills, and 

if  aligning  with  such  skills,  should  include  individuals 

from each of  the parishes  in the Family, among others. 

The  school  facility  is  a  civil  and  canonical  asset  of  the 

parish.�

�

The  rela�onship  of  the  Moderator  to  the  school  will 

follow these general principles:�

• He  leads  the  Priests  assigned  to  the  Family  in 

developing a common vision of the school(s)  in the 

Family.�

• He may delegate a Pastor/Parochial Vicar to oversee 

the school.�

• He  should  delegate  priests  according  to  their 

charisms to engage in the life of the school(s).�

• He  should  ensure  that  all  parishes  in  the  Family 

support  the  Family’s  schools  consistent  with 

Unleash the Gospel.�

• The  Principal  is  responsible  for  the  day�to�day 

opera�ons  of  the  school  and  reports  to  the 

Moderator or his delegate.�

• The  Moderator  ensures  collabora�on  with  the 

Department of Catholic Schools.�

• Delegated ma!ers should be reflected in the Family 

Priests’ Covenant.�

�

The  rela�onship  of  the  Family  Consulta�ve  Groups  to 

the school will follow these general principles:�

♦ The  Family  Pastoral  Council  (FPC)  is  suppor�ve  of 

the ministry of the school under the guidance of the 

Moderator.�

♦ The  Family  Leadership  Team  (FLT)  engages  the 

school  in  the  ministry  of  the  Family  (Discipleship 

Forma�on, Engagement, Evangelical Charity, Family 

Ministries,  Worship)  under  the  guidance  of  the 

Moderator.�

♦ The  Family  Finance  Team  (FFT)  does  not  have  any 

canonical  role  or  authority  but  assists  the 

Moderator in financial ma!ers that span the Family, 

including advising on the annual budget(s) of school

(s)  as  prepared  by  the  Mission  Support  Director. 

Final approval rests with the Moderator.�

♦ The  Parish  Finance  Council  (PFC)  advises  on  the 

budget and finance of the parish with a school.�

♦ The  School Advisory  Commi!ee  (SAC)  supports  the 

ministry  of  the  school  under  the  guidance  of  the 

Moderator  and  as  outlined  in  the  AOD  School 

Advisory  Commi!ee  Guidelines  and  Resource 

Packet. �
