Now is the time for us to “turn up
the heat on the stove“ so to speak, and
make right for where we have lacked
over these last few weeks. That is why
we have 7 weeks of Lenten Penance—
because the human heart, in our weak-
ness needs to move slowly. So let’s all
step it up a bit over these next two
weeks.

Ideas to make offering in last weeks of
Lent:

Perhaps we can turn off the TV for a
particular time. Read the Passion narra-
tive in the Bible. Silent our radio in the
car. Get out of bed when the alarm clock
rings. Make a gift offering to the parish
food bank.

Please see the bulletin and announce-
ments for our Lenten confession sched-
ule and at the Holy Week schedule at
both parishes. One of the best ways for
us to communicate information is by
word-of-mouth. Make sure everyone in
our small towns knows the holy week
schedule.

What are your plans for Holy Week?

It is so important to make a plan now so
that you can hold yourself accountable
to it when Holy Week comes. | encour-
age and challenge all of you to come to
at least one of the Holy Week Sacred
services. Holy Thursday: the mass of the
Lord’s supper. Good Friday: the Passion
of Our Lord Jesus Christ. The Easter Vigil:
the Solemn Resurrection of Jesus. Enter
into the mystery of what our God has
done for us.

Preaching series:

We continued our preaching series on
the seven last words of Christ. This week
we heard Jesus exclaim: “I Thirst!” More
than water or food Jesus is thirsting for
you. He wants your heart your sins and

deeper conversion. This is the whole
purpose of Lent! That we might grow in
greater union with Him who died for us!

5" Sunday of Lent

Any good teacher or parent will tell you
that once a lesson is really learned it
doesn’t need to be taught again. When
we internalize things we have learned,
they become a part of who we are and
influence how we perceive and interact
with our world. The same is true for the
law God has written upon our hearts.
Once humanity learns this lesson, we
will simply know it to be true and act
accordingly. Sometimes, it is hard to
get people to learn the lessons they
need to learn. They are often distracted,
disinterested, conflicted, misdirected, or
just too stubborn and unable or unwill-
ing to see what is right before their
eyes. Understanding that God is in a
loving and committed relationship with
those fashioned and formed in God'’s
own image, seems like such a simple
lesson to learn. But history and experi-
ence has proven that it is not.

We struggle with faith, especially when
that faith asks us to learn something
very particular about ourselves. We
must, like a grain of wheat, fall to the
ground and die. Because God’s DNA is
at the very core of who we are, there
are specific pearls of wisdom that must
be acquired before we can live a full life.
One very powerful lesson is that it is not

the task of the world to tell us who we
are and what has meaning, but God. For
many, death is not an opportunity for
greater life but a permanent ending to
the life they have known. Jesus knew
every dimension to what it means to be
fully human because he was! He knows
the joys, limitations, sorrows, frustra-
tions, wonders, suffering, opportunities,
and joys of the human experience. Jesus
can teach us a wealth of knowledge and
life’s lessons from his example, especial-
ly obedience.

When we accept the law God has placed
in our hearts and gain wisdom from it,
then when we suffer we learn to listen
more attentively to the Voice behind
that law. We naturally flee to our Crea-
tor for inspiration, consolation, hope,
direction, and comfort as we navigate
through this time of darkness. We will
not need to run from it, subdue it, fight
it, or be overcome by it because we will
know, having internalized this profound
lesson before, that God will bring new
life. God’s law is love and love never
fails. Even in the moments of Jesus’
deepest despair, he glorified the name
of his Father. What he learned allowed
him to put everything in perspective
and be obedient to the tender, loving
Voice that echoed within. As Lent quick-
ly winds down, may we learn the same!
Then, may we gain the fortitude and
wisdom to help others see what is right
before their eyes.

Reflections for the Year of
St. Joseph

Joseph’s Hidden Life

At first sight there seems to be no material for
a meditation on Joseph, for what do we know
of him, apart from his name and a few events
that occurred in our Lord’s childhood? The
Gospel does not record a single word from
him—his language? is silence.

It was his attention to the angelic voices which
spoke in his sleep; it was that prompt and gen-
erous obedience which was demanded from
him; it was manual labor, in the most modest
and fatiguing of forms, which earned Jesus the
reputation of being “the son of the carpen-

ter” (Mt 13:55).

There, is nothing else known of him, and it
might well be said that he lived an unknown
life, the life of a simple artisan, with no sign of
personal greatness.

But that humble figure was so near to Jesus
and Mary, so intimately connected with their
life and so closely linked with the genealogy of
the Messiah as to be the fateful and conclu-
sive representative of the descendants of Da-
vid (Mt 1, 20), that his life is full of significance
if we look at him more attentively.
