WHY DO WE DO THAT? - CATHOLIC LIFE EXPLAINED
Why do we celebrate Jesus' birthday on December 25th?

As you may notice from the Christmas stories, there is no calendar date listed
for Jesus' birth! The Christians in the East - Egypt, Syria, and Asia Minor - cele-
brated Christmas on January 6th. This was a calculation based on the estimat-
ed date of Jesus' crucifixion. In the Western Church - centered in Rome - Jan-
uary 6th became celebrated as the feast of the Epiphany.

So why December 25th? A popular theory relates to the time period. The Ro-
man Empire had lavish festivals for the winter solstice as light began to re-
turn to the earth. These festivals culminated with the day to celebrate the
birth of the "Unconquered Sun." The parallels are easy enough to see. "The
light shines in the darkness, and the darkness has not overcome it." With the
birth of Jesus, a new light shines into the world. The unconquered Maker of
the sun dwells among us! Some historians believe that Christians "baptized"
this feast, in a sense, turning people's attention away from worship of crea-
tures towards worship of the Creator. This Christmas, celebrate the true Light
of the World!

3) The Community Center holds up to 400 guests with the option of round tables or 8ft. banquet tables—
you set up and tear down - that helps keep the rental prices down. But if you would rather not
have to set up or tear down, we can offer other options. There is a kitchen that can be
used for prepping with a refrigerator and freezer for your use.

Rental rates are : Sunday - Thursday $85.00 per hour: Friday and Saturday $100.00 per hour

4) The basement at Mary Grove - That is set up for you with 8 ft. banquet tables that can
accommodate 120 guests. There's also a kitchen area for prepping, and well lighted parking areas.

Rental rates are : Sunday - Thursday $40.00 per hour; Friday and Saturday $60.00 per hour
