As we move into September, with the school year up and
running, we may feel the desire to return to routine in our
schedule. Success in any endeavor always comes down to
the discipline to maintain a regular calendar with bench-
marks of consistency. This is equally true in our pursuit of the spiritual life as
well. We will experience growth in deepening our relationship with Jesus as
we discipline our lives with benchmarks of consistency in prayer, study, and
discipleship.

While the meal is wonderful for fellowship, it also can assist
the person or family rushing from work or sporting events and needing a
chance to eat a balanced meal before the service. The meal is served till
6:00pm, with final departure from Holy Family Room to the Church by 6:20pm
for the 6:30pm NOW.

To keep our young children engaged in the worship, there will be handouts
for the children when they arrive at church.

If you have never been to our Night of Worship — NOW, | strongly encour-
age you to attend this coming Wednesday, September 15 at 6:30pm in the
church. For those returning to the practice of monthly adoration we look for-
ward to your return and consistent worship of the Lord. The evening ends at
7:45.

For if a man with gold rings and fine
clothes comes into your assembly, and a poor person in shabby clothes
also comes in, and you pay attention to the one wearing the fine clothes
and say, “Sit here, please, ” while you say to the poor one, “Stand there,
” or “Sit at my feet, “have you not made distinctions among yourselves
and become judges with evil designs?

Did not God choose those who are poor in the world to be rich in
faith and heirs of the kingdom that he promised to those who love him?

— And immediately the man’s ears were
opened, his speech impediment was removed, and he spoke plainly. He ordered
them not to tell anyone. But the more he ordered them not to, the more they pro-
claimed it. They were exceedingly astonished and they said, “He has done all things
well. He makes the deaf hear and the mute speak.”
