All Saints, All Souls, All the Time!

As November begins and the days grow
shorter, we are celebrating the gift of life given by
God shown through the saints and souls that He has
created. We celebrate particular saints throughout the
liturgical year, with All Saints we celebrate all our
saints collectively. This year we are able to celebrate
the solemnity of All Saints at all our Sunday Masses.
There are so many great saints that the Catholic
Church has named to inspire us to live out our
baptism in a way that glorifies God and can saves
souls.

There are patron saints for just about anything
and we tend to have our favorite saints because of
their life experience that we can identify with and
appreciate. All the saints let us know that we can all
be holy if we obey God and follow His will. A saint
is not perfect but surrenders to the grace of God.

All Souls’ Day follows the next day, Novem-
ber 2. Priests are allowed to celebrate up to three
Masses this day.

That all that vote
will respect Catholic Doctrine in choosing issues
and candidates- Especially the sanctity of human
life and religious liberty. This will also be an All-
School Mass.

6 p.m.- This Mass will be for all the faithful
departed. We invite family members of parishion-
ers that have died to come back and remember
them as we read off their names. This can
certainly help family members through the grief
of their departed loved ones.

Approximately, fifteen minutes after this 6 p.m.
Mass, we will have a Holy Hour for the National
Election on November 3. We will adore and
praise the Lord as well as pray the rosary so that
people will let God guide them as they vote.

Every time the Catholic Church offers Mass
there is the potential for many souls to be freed from
purgatory and enter Heaven. A soul has to be made
perfect before it can enter heaven and purgatory
helps to purge any remaining sins from the soul. The
power of the Mass is great indeed!
