Most of us, familiar with the Good Friday services, remember the lie from the 

Passion, where Pontius Pilate asks Jesus: “Truth? What is TRUTH?” That is 

really a very profound question, and even more so today. In its simplest form, 

TRUTH is the expression of the absolute reality of any situation or circumstance. 

However, humans are almost incapable of understanding or expressing any 

event in the “absolute reality”. By way of an example, we might consider three 

different witness reports of an accident. The truth is that an accident occurred. 

However, each witness will have a slightly (or not so slightly) different 

perspective of exactly how and what happened. Each witness is telling the 

“truth” through the filter of their perspective, and each witness has missed other 

parts of the objective reality of the event. I believe that this is an extremely 

important concept to accept: What	we	believe	to	be	true	is,	by	the	nature	of	our	

human	limitations,	�iltered	through	the	brain´s	capacity	to	perceive,	and	is	thus	

a	bit	tainted.�

�

In the case of physical activities like accidents, investigations take the various 

perspectives of witnesses, and the physical realities of to come closer to 

exposing the “truth”. Unfortunately, it is not quite so easy to expose the “truth” of 

an idea, a philosophy or an opinion. An essential element of most any idea, 

philosophy, or opinion is that they cannot be divorced from personal 

experiences. As faulty as Karl Marx´s understanding of social economics, his 

opinions were greatly formed by the abuses of wealthy industrialists against the 

working poor. Darwin´s theories on evolution were not outside the influence of 

his rejection of religion and need to “prove” Creationism as “false”. Just so, the 

political philosophies of “conservativism” or “liberalism” do not exist outside of 

the personal experiences and opinions of their proponents. Our challenge in 

trying to determine the “truth” within these various ideas is to understand that 

there is a bit of “truth” in all of them; even in Communism. �

�

Unfortunately, there is a more insidious obstruction of discovering a “truth” than 

our ability to perceive correctly. There are those who hold their opinions so 

closely that they will purposely distort the words, ideas, and actions of others to 

promote their own private agenda. It is not just Democrats, Republicans, 

Independents, or others, it is all of them. If we only give credence to the ideas 

and arguments that support what we want to believe, we deceive only ourselves 

and discredit the very idea of “truth”.�

La mayoría de nosotros, familiarizados con los servicios del Viernes Santo, 

recordamos la mentira de la Pasión, donde Poncio Pilato le pregunta a Jesús: 

“¿Verdad? ¿Qué es la VERDAD? ”Esa es realmente una pregunta muy profunda, 

y aún más hoy. En su forma más simple, la VERDAD es la expresión de la 

realidad absoluta de cualquier situación o circunstancia. Sin embargo, los 

humanos son casi incapaces de comprender o expresar cualquier evento en la 

"realidad absoluta". A modo de ejemplo, podríamos considerar tres informes de 

testigos diferentes de un accidente. La verdad es que ocurrió un accidente. Sin 

embargo, cada testigo tendrá una perspectiva ligeramente diferente (o no tan leve) 

de exactamente cómo y qué sucedió. Cada testigo está diciendo la "verdad" a 

través del filtro de su perspectiva, y cada testigo ha perdido otras partes de la 

realidad objetiva del evento. Creo que este es un concepto extremadamente 

importante para aceptar: lo que creemos que es cierto es, por la naturaleza de 

nuestras limitaciones humanas, filtrado a través de la capacidad del cerebro para 

percibir, y por lo tanto está un poco contaminado.�

�

En el caso de actividades físicas como accidentes, las investigaciones toman las 

diversas perspectivas de los testigos y las realidades físicas de acercarse a 

exponer la "verdad". Desafortunadamente, no es tan fácil exponer la "verdad" de 

una idea, una filosofía o una opinión. Un elemento esencial de casi cualquier idea, 

filosofía u opinión es que no pueden separarse de las experiencias personales. 

Tan defectuoso como la comprensión de Karl Marx de la economía social, sus 

opiniones se formaron en gran medida por los abusos de los industriales ricos 

contra los trabajadores pobres. Las teorías de Darwin sobre la evolución no 

estaban fuera de la influencia de su rechazo a la religión y necesitan "probar" el 

creacionismo como "falso". Solo así, las filosofías políticas del "conservadurismo" 

o "liberalismo" no existen fuera de las experiencias y opiniones personales de sus 

defensores. Nuestro desafío al tratar de determinar la "verdad" dentro de estas 

diversas ideas es comprender que hay un poco de "verdad" en todas ellas; incluso 

en el comunismo.�

�

Desafortunadamente, hay una obstrucción más insidiosa de descubrir una 

"verdad" que nuestra capacidad de percibir correctamente. Hay quienes sostienen 

sus opiniones tan de cerca que distorsionarán deliberadamente las palabras, ideas 

y acciones de otros para promover su propia agenda privada. No son solo 

demócratas, republicanos, independientes u otros, son todos ellos. Si solo damos 

crédito a las ideas y argumentos que respaldan lo que queremos creer, solo nos 

engañamos a nosotros mismos y desacreditamos la idea misma de "verdad".�
